to serve as Regional Superintendent of Schools for DeWitt,

Livingston, and McLean Counties, a position he served in

faithfully until his retirement; and

WHEREAS, G. Lawrence Daghe has lived in the

Bloomington-Normal area for 30 years; he has been involved in

many community activities, civic organizations, and boards

during this time, including Compact, the United Way, Life Goes

On, and the Make-A-Wish Foundation; and
