 For Personal Services, including payment or 11 

  reimbursement to the University for personal  12 

  services and related costs incurred during 13

 For State Contribution to Social Security for 15 

  Medicare ..........................................437,700 16 

 For Group Insurance ...............................1,072,600 17 

 For Contractual Services .........................1,030,000 18 

 For Equipment and Library Books ....................300,000 19

  Section 10.  The sum of $2,071,805, or so much thereof as 21 

may be necessary and remains unexpended at the close of 22 
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business on June 30, 2007, from a reappropriation heretofore 1 

made for such purpose in Article 106, Section 5 of Public Act 2 

94-798, is reappropriated from the Capital Development Fund 3 

to the Board of Trustees of Northeastern Illinois University 4 

to purchase equipment and remodel buildings A, B, and E. This 5 

appropriation is in addition to any funds previously 6 

appropriated.
