WHEREAS, Rabbi William Z. Novick was the devoted husband of

Novick, Judith (Albert) Milstein, and Daniel (Rosalie) Novick;
the cherished grandfather of Stuart (Sarah) Milstein, Elana
(Shami) Minkove, Ari (Ilana) Milstein, Tzvi (Adina) Novick,
Rachel, Jennifer, Heather, and Ariella Novick; fond
great-grandfather of Joseph, Abby, Joshua, Jonah, Tani, Eitan,
Ian, and Leba; and the fond brother of Lillian Levine;
