Roseville Area Ambulance Service from 1979 until his passing;

he worked for the Corman Memorial Homes; and he was a paramedic

for Galesburg Hospital Ambulance Service from 1987 to 2006; and

WHEREAS, He was a member and past president of Roseville

Ambulance Service, a member of the Roseville Fire Department,

and District Fire Marshal for the R.S.P. & E. Fire Protection

District from 1995 to 2006; and he was Assistant Chief of the

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and the Emergency Medical Field and over 15 years as an

Emergency Medical Technician Instructor; he was a CPR

Instructor for the American Red Cross; he assisted in

community service in both the EMS and Fire Service fields; and

WHEREAS, David Hayes was a member and past Master of the

Roseville Masonic Lodge #519 and a member of the Scottish Rite
