the American Medical Association; he enjoyed playing bridge,

especially the practice of medicine; in 1996 he and his wife

moved to Yorkville; and

WHEREAS, He was preceded in death by his parents, Anton and
Antonette Desulis; his sisters, Helen Desulis and Stephanie
Klonsos; his brother, Stanley Desulis; and his granddaughter,

Elizabeth Herndon; and

children, Thomas Anton (Nancy) Desulis, Stanley Walter
