The sum of $500,000, or so much of this
amount as may be necessary, is appropriated from the Indigent
BAIID Fund to the O0Office of the Secretary of State to
reimburse ignition interlock device providers per Public Act

95-0400.

Section 250. The amount of $10,000, or so much thereof as
may be necessary, is appropriated to the Secretary of State
from the Illinois Professional Golfers Association Junior
Golf Fund for grants to the Illinois Professional Golfers
Association Foundation to help Association members expose

Illinois youngsters to the game of golf.
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Section 255. The amount of $50,000, or so much thereof as
may be necessary, is appropriated to the Secretary of State
from the Agriculture in the Classroom Fund for grants to
support Agriculture in the Classroom programming for public

and private schools within Illinois.

Section 260. The amount of $3,000, or so much thereof as
may be necessary, is appropriated to the Secretary of State
from the Boy Scout and Girl Scout Fund for grants to the
Illinois divisions of the Boy Scouts of America and the Girl

Scouts of the U.S.A.

Section 265. The amount of $5,000, or so much thereof as
may be necessary, is appropriated to the Secretary of State
from the Support Our Troops Fund for grants to Illinois
Support Our Troops, Inc for charitable assistance to the
troops and their families in accordance with its Articles of

Incorporation.
