Sec. 8-515. Voluntary suspension of gas service; fees

prohibited. The Commission shall require that if a customer

elects to suspend gas service for a portion of the year, then

the gas utility may not charge that customer a gas meter fee or

penalty during the period that service is suspended.

Section 99. Effective date. This Act takes effect July 1,

2010.
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
