Woman 20th Anniversary Hall of Fame; she is listed in Who's Who
in America, Who's Who of American Women, and Feminists Who
Changed America; she is a member of The Economic Club of
Chicago and has received numerous other honors, including the
Jaycees of Chicago Outstanding Young Citizen's Award, the YWCA
of Metropolitan Chicago Outstanding Community Leadership
Award, and the Chicago Urban League Woman of Distinction Award;
