congratulate the American Dental Association for its 150th
anniversary and for the work it does to improve the public's
oral health and provide access to oral health care to all
Americans, especially children 1in need; for the tens of
thousands of dentists across the nation who volunteer their
time and resources to provide charitable and uncompensated care
to those 1in need; and for its efforts to keep American
