WHEREAS, During her spare time she traveled extensively to
such places as Alaska, South Africa, the British Isles, China,
Europe, the Holy Land, Switzerland, Peru, and South America;
wherever she went she was ready to sit at the piano and play
for the entertainment of all; on her 100th birthday she had the

surprise opportunity to play a steam calliope; and

R. "Pete" Campbell; her sister, Marion "Bob" Conard; and her

brother, Richard Crossman; and

WHEREAS, Virginia Campbell is survived by her two
daughters, Connie Campbell-Browne and Lucia (David) Oswald;
her four grandchildren, Bryan Browne, Laura (Douglas) Short,
Rebecca (Matt) McFarland, and Jill Oswald; her three
great-grandchildren, Pheobe McFarland, Van McFarland, and
Campbell Short; and also by several nieces and nephews;
