City Council as alderman of the 2nd Ward; in April of 2009, he

was appointed to serve as Mayor of Chicago Heights, where he

served until his passing; and

WHEREAS, Alex Lopez is survived by his beloved wife,

Sandra; his daughters, Victoria and Alexandra Lopez; his
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parents; his brothers, Jose (Judith) Lopez Jr., Armando (Norma)
