WHEREAS, He still holds the Illinois State championships
meet records in both the 3-mile cross country (13:50.6) and

2-mile track (8:42.6) events; he won his final 48 high school
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cross country races, setting course records in 47 of the 48

events; and

WHEREAS, In 1973, he broke the late Steve Prefontaine's
national high school 2-mile record with a clocking of 8:40.9, a
time that still ranks as the second fastest time ever turned in
by a prep runner 1in an all-high school competition; he
qualified for his first two United States national track and

field teams while still in high school; therefore, be it
