The sum of $400,000, or so much thereof as 6 

may be necessary, is appropriated to the Office of the 7 

Attorney General from the Married Families Domestic Violence 8 

Fund pursuant to Public Act 95-711 for grants to public or 9 

private nonprofit agencies for the purposes of facilitating 10 

or providing free domestic violence legal advocacy, 11 

assistance, or services to married or formerly married 12 

victims of domestic violence related to order of protection 13 

proceedings, or other proceedings for civil remedies for 14 

domestic violence.
