Amends the Children's Health Insurance Program Act, the Covering ALL
KIDS Health Insurance Act, and the Illinois Public Aid Code. Provides that
notwithstanding any other provision of any of those Acts to the contrary,
the Department of Human Services or the Department of Healthcare and Family
Services shall require an applicant for or recipient of benefits under any
of those Acts to supply at least 2 consecutive pay stubs for the purpose of
determining the applicant's or recipient's income eligibility for those
benefits. Effective immediately.

Section 5. The Children's Health Insurance Program Act is

amended by adding Section 7 as follows:

Notwithstanding any other

provision of this Act to the contrary, the Department of

Healthcare and Family Services shall require an applicant for

or recipient of benefits under this Act to supply at least 2

consecutive pay stubs for the purpose of determining the

Section 15. The 1Illinois Public Aid Code is amended by

adding Section 1-12 as follows:

(305 ILCS 5/1-12 new)

Sec. 1-12. Income verification. Notwithstanding any other

provision of this Code to the contrary, the Department of Human

Services or the Department of Healthcare and Family Services

shall reguire an applicant for or recipient of benefits under

this Code to supply at least 2 consecutive pay stubs for the

purpose of determining the applicant's or recipient's income

eligibility for those benefits.

Section 99. Effective date. This Act takes effect upon

becoming law.
