  Section 40.  The sum of $2,272,600, or so much thereof as 19 

may be necessary, is appropriated from the Senior Health 20 

Insurance Program Fund to the Department of Insurance for the 21 

administration of the Senior Health Insurance Program. 22 
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  Section 45.  The sum of $485,000, or so much thereof as 1 

may be necessary, is appropriated from the Illinois Workers’ 2 

Compensation Commission Operations Fund to the Department of 3 

Insurance for costs associated with the administration and 4 

operations of the Insurance Fraud Division of the Illinois 5 

Workers’ Compensation Commission’s anti-fraud program. 6 

 

  Section 50.  In addition to other amounts appropriated 7 

for these purposes, the amount of $557,000, or so much 8 

thereof as may be necessary, is appropriated from the Public 9 

Pension Regulation Fund to the Department of Insurance to 10 

meet its operational expenses for the fiscal year ending June 11 

30, 2011. 12
