(Sara) Drury and Joyce E. (Jaime) Rosen; and

WHEREAS, Judith Drury was a community-minded individual
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who volunteered for various organizations, including Star

Hospice, AAUW Nursery School, Oakdale and Cook Magnet Schools

in Waukegan, and St. Joseph High School in Kenosha; she also

served two years as President of the P.E.O. (Philanthropic

Educational Organization) International; she was also

concerned with environmental issues and worked tirelessly to

preserve the world around her; and

WHEREAS, At Saint Mary Catholic Church in Kenosha, Judith

Drury ministered as a Greeter, served on the Stewardship

Committee, and attended Bible study and Adoration; and
