the Funeral Service Advisory Board, and she was a lifetime
member of the NAACP; she was also a past member of the East St.
Louis Civil Service Police and Fire Board, the St. Clair County

EEOC, and a Board member of School District 189; and

to exotic areas; she was an Enrichment Program Lecturer for
