11 Government statistics or a census taken at any time by the
12 city, village or incorporated town and (2) any city, village or
13 incorporated town of less than 5,000 inhabitants which, by
14 referendum held under Section 3-145 adopts this Article.

15 However, for the period of time after the publication of the
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2010 decennial census and prior to the publication of the 2020

decennial census, "municipality" does not include a city,

village, or incorporated town: (i) that reached a population of

5,000 inhabitants as a result of the 2010 decennial census;

(ii) that has not established a fund under this Article prior

to the effective date of this amendatory Act of the 97th

General Assembly; (1ii) whose police officers, on that

effective date, were participating in the TIllinois Municipal

Retirement Fund and were not members of a collective bargaining

unit, and (iv) that had a population of 4,800 inhabitants prior

to the publication of the 2010 decennial census and a

population of less than 5,300 inhabitants after the publication

of the 2010 decennial census.
