WHEREAS, The City of Bartlett witnessed a decline in the
crime rate and an increase in DUI arrests during Chief Palmer's
tenure, a testament to his effectiveness and law enforcement

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WHEREAS, Chief Palmer is well known among his peers for his
great dedication to his family, which includes his wife, Lori
Palmer, and his children, Abbi, Brett, and Lisa; he has been
