WHEREAS, Only 4 cities in the State of Illinois have been
recognized since the program's inception in 1995; of the 150
recipients that have been recognized over the past 16 years,
only 5 awards have been given to municipalities; in 2010, the
Lincoln Foundation for Performance Excellence awarded the
Lincoln Bronze Award for Commitment to Excellence to the City

of Collinsville; therefore, be it
