of Southland College Prep Charter High School and was widely

recognized as a passionate community leader and volunteer; Mr.

Nale provided advice to numerous community organizations and

committees in the Village of Olympia Fields; and

WHEREAS, Robert Nale had a lifelong passion for archaeology

and was a member of the South Suburban Archaeological Society;
