1981, he began working at the Skokie Fire Department as a

firefighter/paramedic in 1981; he steadily ascended the ranks,

becoming duty chief of the department in 1988; and

WHEREAS, Terrence Mastandrea began his tenure with the Lake

Zurich Fire Rescue Department as the fire-rescue chief and

director of emergency management in 1990; as a member of the

Village Executive Leadership Team, he has been instrumental in

the execution of the department's mission to deliver effective,
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timely, and professional services to the Lake Zurich community;

Zurich Fire Rescue Department has planned, developed, and

directed numerous progressive service activities relating to
