Registration and Education; and

WHEREAS, In 1952, when the National League for Nursing

WHEREAS, Today, St. John's College students earn a Bachelor

of Science Degree in Nursing; and
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WHEREAS, St. John's College has a vision to educate nurses
and health care ©professionals for 1innovative practice

excellence and values-based leadership; and

WHEREAS, Over 3,327 nursing students have been educated at
St. John's since the establishment of the school; therefore, be
