WHEREAS, Martin Buehler has been a member of numerous
professional and civic organizations, including the Illinois
Association of County Engineers (IACE), the American Road and
Transportation Builders Association, the American Society of
Civil Engineers, the Illinois Society of Professional

Zzoning Board and Plan Commission, the Grayslake American Youth
Soccer Association, the American Association of State Highway
and Transportation Officials, the Nature Conservancy, the
Rails to Trails Conservancy, and the Transportation Research
Board; he is also a past member of the State of TIllinois

Interagency Bikeway Council; and

honors for his work, including the Professional Transportation

from the Illinois Section of the Institute of Transportation
