Injury Litigation Group, and a past secretary and section

of Trial Lawyers of America; and

WHEREAS, Kim Presbrey was the co-author of the LexisNexis

Illinois Workers' Compensation Guidebook; and

WHEREAS, Kim Presbrey believed in supporting the community

he was born and raised in, and sponsored many youth football

and baseball teams; he also worked with the Illinois
