WHEREAS, Ron Stephens has worked with the Marine Corps
League's Trees for Troops and Toys for Tots programs over the
past 10 years and, as an Army veteran, was honored with the
Marine Corps League Honorary Membership Award; he has donated
funds and time to the local Benjamin Mills Daughters of the
American Revolution Chapter, where he teaches elementary
school children about the significance of Veterans Day and the
importance of respecting the American flag and presents all 3rd

graders in the local school system with their own flags; and

WHEREAS, As a legislator and veteran, Ron Stephens
steadfastly lobbied to name particular roads and bridges in
honor of veterans, in addition to his efforts to honor veterans
with memorials, including the efforts to name a new Dbridge
being constructed over the Mississippi River in the Metro East
area as the "Veterans Bridge" and in the creation of the
Springfield Vietnam Veterans Memorial and; he has also been

involved in fundraising for a Women Veterans Memorial; and

Veteran of the Month during a ceremony at the First Christian

Church in Greenville; and
