Section 5. The Property Tax Code is amended by adding

Section 18-163 as follows:

Sec. 18-163. Property tax bills. Notwithstanding any other

provision of law, beginning in taxable year 2011 and through

taxable year 2013, the total amount due on each property tax

bill in each taxable year may not exceed the total amount due

for that property in taxable year 2010.

Section 90. The State Mandates Act is amended by adding

Section 8.35 as follows:

(30 ILCS 805/8.35 new)

Sec. 8.35. Exempt mandate. Notwithstanding Sections 6 and 8

of this Act, no reimbursement by the State is required for the

implementation of any mandate created by this amendatory Act of

the 97th General Assembly.

Section 99. Effective date. This Act takes effect upon

becoming law.
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
