17 set forth in paragraph (3) of this subsection (k).
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(3) To determine whether a person seeking a waiver from

the prohibitions of this Section poses a risk to the

community, the court shall consider the following factors:

(A) a risk assessment performed by an evaluator

approved by the Sex Offender Management Board;

(B) the sex offender history of the person;

(C) evidence of the person's rehabilitation;

(D) the age of the person at the time of the

offense for which the person was adjudicated as a

Juvenile delingquent child sex offender;

(E) information related to the person's mental,

physical, educational, and social history;

(F) victim impact statements; and

(G) any other factors deemed relevant by the court.

(4) At the hearing, the person may present a risk

assessment conducted by an evaluator who is a licensed

psychiatrist, psychologist, or other mental health

professional, and who has demonstrated clinical experience

in sex offender treatment.".
