ARTICLE 1

Section 5. The following named amounts, or so much
thereof as may be necessary, respectively, for the objects
and purposes hereinafter named, are appropriated to meet the
ordinary and contingent expenses of the Illinois Criminal
Justice Information Authority:

The sum of 3%40,000,000, or so much thereof
as may be necessary, 1is appropriated from the Criminal
Justice Trust Fund to the Illinois Criminal Justice
Information Authority for awards and grants to local units of

government and non-profit organizations.

Section 20. The additional sum of $500,000, or so much
thereof as may be necessary, 1is appropriated from the
Criminal Justice Trust Fund to the Illinois Criminal Justice
Information Authority for Crime Victims Assistance awards and
grants to local units of government and non-profit
organizations in accordance with applicable laws and
regulations for the State portion of federal funds made
available by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of

2009.

Section 25. The additional sum of $4,600,000, or so much
thereof as may be necessary, 1s appropriated from the
Criminal Justice Trust Fund to the Illinois Criminal Justice
Information Authority for Violence Against Women awards and
grants to local units of government and non-profit

organizations in accordance with applicable laws and
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regulations for the State portion of federal funds made
available by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of

2009.

Section 30. The additional sum of $23,000,000, or so
much thereof as may be necessary, 1s appropriated from the
Criminal Justice Trust Fund to the Illinois Criminal Justice
Information Authority for Byrne/JAG awards and grants to
local units of government and non-profit organizations in
accordance with applicable laws and regulations for the State
portion of federal funds made available by the American

Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009.

Section 35. The sum of $12,000,000, or so much thereof
as may be necessary, 1s appropriated from the Criminal
Justice Trust Fund to the Illinois Criminal Justice
Information Authority for awards and grants to state

agencies.

Section 40. The additional sum of $500,000, or so much
thereof as may be necessary, 1s appropriated from the
Criminal Justice Trust Fund to the Illinois Criminal Justice
Information Authority for Violence Against Women awards and
grants to state agencies in accordance with applicable laws

and regulations for the State portion of federal funds made
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available by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of

2009.

Section 45. The additional sum of $15,000,000, or so
much thereof as may be necessary, 1s appropriated from the
Criminal Justice Trust Fund to the Illinois Criminal Justice
Information Authority for Byrne/JAG awards and grants to
state agencies 1in accordance with applicable laws and
regulations for the State portion of federal funds made
available by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of

2009.

Section 50. The following named sums, or so much thereof
as may be necessary, are appropriated to the Illinois
Criminal Justice Information Authority for activities
undertaken in support of federal assistance programs
administered by units of state and local government and non-
profit organizations:

Section 65. The sum of $4,500,000, or so much thereof as
