WHEREAS, Robert Neuneker's 50-year residency in La Grange
was highlighted by community service; he was a member and took
leadership roles in the Kiwanis Club, Park District, Little
League, YMCA, and Board of Fire and Police Commissioners of the
Village of La Grange; he also served on the Lyons Township

Mental Health Commission; and
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WHEREAS, Robert ©Neuneker was a member of the Hinsdale
Unitarian Church; he was also a recipient of the Humanitarian
Service Award from the local NAACP chapter; he worked
energetically on issues such as civil rights, fair housing, and
equal opportunity in employment for many years; his
recreational interests included gardening, tent camping in all
the lower 48 states, and foreign travel to 40 different
countries; he loved the Chicago Cubs, Bears, and Bulls and any
