and crew of numerous Broadway productions, including The Lion
King, Mary Poppins, and The Color Purple, and his family and

friends; and

Randolph & Friends Annual White Party, which brought his
community together each summer for one night of Hollywood in an
urban milieu; the White Party was Ricky's gift of love to the
Lawndale community and he spared no expenses in this display of
excellence; the event helped to raise funds to produce the 1400
and 1500 blocks of South Kenneth's Annual Back-to-School Block
Club Party and offset the costs for purchasing book bags and

school supplies for children in the community; and
