WHEREAS, MS affects an estimated 2.5 million people

worldwide, 400,000 in the United States, and 20,000 in the

State of Illinois; and

WHEREAS, MS is the most common neurological disease leading

to disability in young adults; it is often first diagnosed in

individuals aged 20-50; and

WHEREAS, The National MS Society is an organization

dedicated to funding cutting-edge research, advocating on

behalf of people with the disorder, and facilitating programs

and services that help those with MS and their families; and

WHEREAS, In March of 2012, the National MS Society will

sponsor MS Awareness Month for the City of Chicago; Chicago
