which led to her heading the hospital's entire Rehabilitation
Unit; in 1981, she Jjoined the Comprehensive Mental Health
Center of St. Clair County, where she served as Executive

Director until her retirement in 2000; and

WHEREAS, Delores Ray was a member of Southern Mission
Missionary Baptist Church, wunder the religious guidance of
Pastor Jerome Jackson; she was an active member and was
appointed to the trustee board at the church; she was also

chair of the church's scholarship committee; and

WHEREAS, Delores Ray was an active member and past
President of the East St. Louis Alumnae; she served as
President of the Delta Economic Development Corporation Board
for 8 years and was instrumental in helping to build the Delta
Child Development Center; she was also a board member for

Storman-Stufflin School (Storman Academy) for many years; and
