1995 as Lead Worker; and

WHEREAS, Bobby Weatherford was the recipient of several
awards in the winners circle for both driving and as a breeder;

Baptist Church of Litchfield; he was also a life member of Mt.
Moriah Lodge #51 A.F. & A.M. and St. Omar Commandry #30 -
Knights Templar in Hillsboro, a Past Master of the former
Litchfield Lodge #236 A.F. & A.M., and a member of the Ansar
Shrine - Ancient Arabic Order of Nobles of the Mystic Shrine of
Springfield, the Lavonne Chapter #55 Order of the Eastern Star,

and the U.S. Trotting Association; and

WHEREAS, Bobby Weatherford was preceded in death by his

wife, Lois, and his parents; and
