WHEREAS, He was inducted into the Illinois Aviation Hall of
Fame and received recognition and awards for his performance
and endeavors to promote aviation safety, especially
addressing aging aircraft issues, continuing education,
mentoring young people interested in aviation, especially CAP,
maintaining communications with government officials in
aviation matters, and his involvement in aviation repair at the

yearly Oshkosh EAA AirVenture; and
