Fair; he started Coach's Cooking Team, where he catered
weddings, ball games, gatherings, university events, school
functions, businesses, and private affairs; he attended many

food competitions and was a frequent winner; and

WHEREAS, Gary Hembrough's interests were extensive and
varied; he had his Chevrolet van conversion featured in Hot Rod
Magazine; he enjoyed ham radio, downhill skiing, golf, bass
tournaments, photography, the banjo, Dbluegrass music, and
magic tricks; he encouraged his students to excel in their
passions and become lifelong learners; he was respected as a

coach, teacher, leader, and a person; and

WHEREAS, Gary Hembrough was preceded in death by his
parents, Kenneth L. and Martha Ann Vinyard Hembrough; and an
