bat, stick, club, or racquet. "Sports eguipment" does not

include sports equipment that an athlete owns, unless the

athlete is required to purchase a particular manufacturer's

sports eguipment.

(b) Each yvear, on or before October 1, a community college

district shall report to the State Board all of the following

information:

(1) The location of final assembly of those uniform

articles of clothing athletes for a particular athletic

activity are required to wear, whether during practice,

during competition, or at any other time.

The State Board may adopt any rules necessary to implement

and administer this Section.
