morning talk show hosts; and

WHEREAS, In 2010, "Don Wade and Roma" was the highest-rated
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radio show in the Chicagoland market; and

WHEREAS, Don Wade will be forever remembered as an
entertaining, engaging, and thoughtful radio personality who
used his wit and dynamic personality to shape the medium of

talk radio; and

WHEREAS, Don Wade is survived by his wife, Roma; his son,
Col. Hunter (Dr. Margy) Hobson; his daughter, Heather Hobson
(Gordon Findlay); his brothers, Tom Wehde (partner, Diane),
