many other civic and professional boards and commissions; and

WHEREAS, Representative Sacia resides in Pecatonica with

his wife, Jenny; together, they are the parents of 3 children,

Jerry, John, and Jesse, and are the grandparents of 3 beautiful

grandchildren; and
