WHEREAS, In 2001, Tadas Kicielinski was called to

Washington, D.C. by General President Joseph Hunt to serve as

the Executive Assistant to the General President and editor of

"The Ironworker" magazine; in 2007, General President Hunt

appointed him to serve as a General Vice President of the

International Association of Bridge, Structural, Ornamental,

and Reinforcing Iron Workers and assigned him to the St. Louis

area, where he was elected to serve as President of the Iron

Workers District Council of St. Louis and Vicinity, whose

jurisdiction covers 11 locals in 7 states in the Midwest; and

WHEREAS, Over the years, Tadas Kicielinski has served on

numerous boards and commissions in Washington D.C., Missouri,

and Illinois, including the Metropolitan St. Louis Regional

Commerce and Growth Association, the Leadership Council of

Southwestern Illinois, the Illinois River Bend Growth

Association, the St. Clair County Workforce Development Board,

and many others; he currently serves as a Commissioner for

METRO and is a member of the Transportation for Illinois

Coalition and the Illinois AFL-CIO Executive Board; and
