WHEREAS, Teach Children to Save Day was established by the

American Bankers Association in 1997 and has reached more than

5.6 million young people through the commitment of more than

121,000 banker volunteers; and

WHEREAS, The members of the Illinois House of

Representatives support teaching our children money management
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skills and encouraging them to save money for the future; we

also support education and money management as skills as a key

to a better life for our children; and

WHEREAS, Teaching children the value of savings and the

prudent use of credit will enable them to be financially

capable adults who can properly manage and invest money, which
