SYNOPSIS AS INTRODUCED:

Amends the Nurse Practice Act. Removes references to a written
collaborative agreement throughout the Act. Provides that an advanced
practice nurse's scope of practice includes collaboration and consultation
with or referral to a physician or other appropriate health-care
professional for patient care needs that exceed the APN's scope of
practice, education, or experience. Provides that as part of the
professional scope of advanced practice nursing, an advanced practice nurse
possesses prescriptive authority appropriate to his or her specialty, scope
of practice, education, and experience. Such prescriptive authority shall
include the authority to prescribe, select, order, administer, store,
accept samples o0f, and dispense over-the-counter medications, legend
drugs, medical gases, certain controlled substances, and other
preparations, including botanical and herbal remedies. Amends various
other Acts to make related changes. Effective immediately.
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AN ACT concerning regulation.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of lllinois,

represented in the General Assembly:

Section 5. The Illinois Identification Card Act is amended

by changing Section 4 as follows:

(15 ILCS 335/4) (from Ch. 124, par. 24)

Sec. 4. Identification Card.

(a) The Secretary of State shall issue a standard Illinois
Identification Card to any natural person who is a resident of
the State of Illinois who applies for such card, or renewal
thereof, or who applies for a standard Illinois Identification
Card upon release as a committed person on parole, mandatory
supervised release, final discharge, or pardon from the
Department of Corrections by submitting an identification card
issued by the Department of Corrections under Section 3-14-1 of
the Unified Code of Corrections, together with the prescribed
fees. No identification card shall be issued to any person who
holds a wvalid foreign state identification card, license, or
permit unless the person first surrenders to the Secretary of
State the valid foreign state identification card, license, or
permit. The card shall be prepared and supplied by the
Secretary of State and shall include a photograph and signature

or mark of the applicant. However, the Secretary of State may
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provide by rule for the issuance of Illinois Identification
Cards without photographs if the applicant has a bona fide
religious objection to being photographed or to the display of
his or her photograph. The Illinois Identification Card may be
used for identification purposes in any lawful situation only
by the person to whom it was issued. As used in this Act,
"photograph" means any color photograph or digitally produced
and captured image of an applicant for an identification card.
As used in this Act, "signature" means the name of a person as
written by that person and captured in a manner acceptable to
the Secretary of State.

(a=5) If an applicant for an identification card has a
current driver's license or instruction permit issued by the
Secretary of State, the Secretary may require the applicant to
utilize the same residence address and name on the
identification card, driver's license, and instruction permit
records maintained by the Secretary. The Secretary may
promulgate rules to implement this provision.

(a=10) If the applicant is a judicial officer as defined in
Section 1-10 of the Judicial Privacy Act, the applicant may
elect to have his or her office or work address listed on the
card instead of the applicant's residence or mailing address.
The Secretary may promulgate rules to implement this provision.

(b) The Secretary of State shall issue a special Illinois
Identification Card, which shall be known as an Illinois Person

with a Disability Identification Card, to any natural person
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who is a resident of the State of Illinois, who is a person
with a disability as defined in Section 4A of this Act, who
applies for such card, or renewal thereof. No Illinois Person
with a Disability Identification Card shall be issued to any
person who holds a wvalid foreign state identification card,
license, or permit unless the person first surrenders to the
Secretary of State the valid foreign state identification card,
license, or permit. The Secretary of State shall charge no fee
to issue such card. The card shall be prepared and supplied by
the Secretary of State, and shall include a photograph and
signature or mark of the applicant, a designation indicating
that the card is an 1Illinois Person with a Disability
Identification Card, and shall include a comprehensible
designation of the type and classification of the applicant's
disability as set out in Section 4A of this Act. However, the
Secretary of State may provide by rule for the issuance of

Illinois Bisabted Person with a Disability Identification

Cards without photographs if the applicant has a bona fide
religious objection to being photographed or to the display of
his or her photograph. If the applicant so requests, the card
shall include a description of the applicant's disability and
any information about the applicant's disability or medical
history which the Secretary determines would be helpful to the
applicant in securing emergency medical care. If a mark is used
in lieu of a signature, such mark shall be affixed to the card

in the presence of two witnesses who attest to the authenticity
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of the mark. The Illinois Person with a Disability
Identification Card may be used for identification purposes in
any lawful situation by the person to whom it was issued.

The Illinois Person with a Disability Identification Card
may be used as adequate documentation of disability in lieu of
a physician's determination of disability, a determination of
disability from a physician assistant who has been delegated
the authority to make this determination by his or her
supervising physician, a determination of disability from an

advanced practice nurse whe—has—a—writtenr—eceltaborative
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Sree this—determinatieon; or any
other documentation of disability whenever any State law
requires that a disabled person provide such documentation of
disability, however an 1Illinois Person with a Disability
Identification Card shall not qualify the cardholder to
participate in any program or to receive any benefit which is
not available to all ©persons with 1like disabilities.
Notwithstanding any other provisions of law, an Illinois Person
with a Disability Identification Card, or evidence that the
Secretary of State has issued an Illinois Person with a
Disability Identification Card, shall not be used by any person
other than the person named on such card to prove that the
person named on such card is a disabled person or for any other

purpose unless the card is used for the benefit of the person

named on such card, and the person named on such card consents
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to such use at the time the card is so used.

An optometrist's determination of a wvisual disability
under Section 4A of this Act is acceptable as documentation for
the purpose of issuing an Illinois Person with a Disability
Identification Card.

When medical information is contained on an Illinois Person
with a Disability Identification Card, the Office of the
Secretary of State shall not be liable for any actions taken
based upon that medical information.

(c) The Secretary of State shall provide that each original
or renewal Illinois Identification Card or Illinois Person with
a Disability Identification Card issued to a person under the
age of 21+ shall be of a distinct nature from those Illinois
Identification Cards or 1Illinois Person with a Disability
Identification Cards issued to individuals 21 years of age or
older. The color designated for Illinois Identification Cards
or Illinois Person with a Disability Identification Cards for
persons under the age of 21 shall be at the discretion of the
Secretary of State.

(c-1) Each original or renewal 1Illinois Identification
Card or Illinois Person with a Disability Identification Card
issued to a person under the age of 21 shall display the date
upon which the person becomes 18 years of age and the date upon
which the person becomes 21 years of age.

(c=3) The General Assembly recognizes the need to identify

military veterans 1living in this State for the purpose of
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ensuring that they receive all of the services and benefits to
which they are 1legally entitled, including healthcare,
education assistance, and job placement. To assist the State in
identifying these veterans and delivering these vital services
and benefits, the Secretary of State is authorized to issue
Illinois Identification Cards and Illinois Bisabted Person

with a Disability Identification Cards with the word "veteran"

appearing on the face of the cards. This authorization is
predicated on the unique status of veterans. The Secretary may
not 1issue any other identification card which identifies an
occupation, status, affiliation, hobby, or other unique
characteristics of the identification card holder which 1is
unrelated to the purpose of the identification card.

(c=-5) Beginning on or before July 1, 2015, the Secretary of
State shall designate a space on each original or renewal
identification card where, at the request of the applicant, the
word "veteran" shall be placed. The veteran designation shall
be available to a person identified as a veteran under
subsection (b) of Section 5 of this Act who was discharged or
separated under honorable conditions.

(d) The Secretary of State may issue a Senior Citizen
discount card, to any natural person who is a resident of the
State of Illinois who is 60 years of age or older and who
applies for such a card or renewal thereof. The Secretary of
State shall charge no fee to issue such card. The card shall be

issued in every county and applications shall be made available
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at, but not limited to, nutrition sites, senior citizen centers
and Area Agencies on Aging. The applicant, upon receipt of such
card and prior to its use for any purpose, shall have affixed
thereon in the space provided therefor his signature or mark.
(e) The Secretary of State, in his or her discretion, may
designate on each Illinois Identification Card or Illinois
Person with a Disability Identification Card a space where the
card holder may place a sticker or decal, issued by the
Secretary of State, of uniform size as the Secretary may
specify, that shall indicate in appropriate language that the
card holder has renewed his or her Illinois Identification Card
or Illinois Person with a Disability Identification Card.

Section 10. The School Code is amended by changing Sections

22-30, 24-5, 24-6, 26-1, and 27-8.1 as follows:

(105 ILCS 5/22-30)

Sec. 22-30. Self-administration of medication and school
nurse administration.

(a) In this Section:

"Asthma inhaler" means a quick reliever asthma inhaler.

"Epinephrine auto-injector"™ means a medical device for
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immediate self-administration by a person at risk of
anaphylaxis.

"Medication" means a medicine, ©prescribed by (i) a
physician licensed to practice medicine in all its branches,
(ii) a physician assistant who has been delegated the authority
to prescribe asthma medications by his or her supervising

physician, or (iii) an advanced practice registered nurse whe

1
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medieatieonsy for a pupil that pertains to the pupil's asthma
and that has an individual prescription label.
"Self-administration”" means a pupil's discretionary use of
and ability to carry his or her prescribed asthma medication.
(b) A school, whether public or nonpublic, must permit the
self-administration of medication by a pupil with asthma or the
use of an epinephrine auto-injector by a pupil, provided that:
(1) the parents or guardians of the pupil provide to
the school (i) written authorization from the parents or
guardians for the self-administration of medication or
(1i) for wuse of an epinephrine auto-injector, written
authorization from the ©pupil's physician, physician
assistant, or advanced practice registered nurse; and
(2) the parents or guardians of the pupil provide to
the school (i) the prescription label, which must contain
the name of the medication, the prescribed dosage, and the

time at which or circumstances under which the medication
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is to be administered, or (ii) for use of an epinephrine
auto-injector, a written statement from the pupil's
physician, physician assistant, or advanced practice
registered nurse containing the following information:
(A) the name and purpose of the epinephrine
auto-injector;
(B) the prescribed dosage; and
(C) the time or times at which or the special
circumstances under which the epinephrine
auto-injector is to be administered.
The information provided shall be kept on file in the office of
the school nurse or, in the absence of a school nurse, the
school's administrator.

(b-5) A school district or nonpublic school may authorize
the provision of an epinephrine auto-injector to a student or
any personnel authorized under a student's Individual Health
Care Action Plan, Illinois Food Allergy Emergency Action Plan
and Treatment Authorization Form, or plan pursuant to Section
504 of the federal Rehabilitation Act of 1973 to administer an
epinephrine auto-injector to the student, that meets the
prescription on file.

(b-10) The school district or nonpublic school may
authorize a school nurse do the following: (i) provide an
epinephrine auto-injector to a student or any personnel
authorized under a student's Individual Health Care Action

Plan, Illinois Food Allergy Emergency Action Plan and Treatment
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Authorization Form, or plan pursuant to Section 504 of the
federal Rehabilitation Act of 1973 to administer an epinephrine
auto-injector to the student, that meets the prescription on
file; (ii) administer an epinephrine auto-injector that meets
the prescription on file to any student who has an Individual
Health Care Action Plan, Illinois Food Allergy Emergency Action
Plan and Treatment Authorization Form, or plan pursuant to
Section 504 of the federal Rehabilitation Act of 1973 that
authorizes the use of an Epinephrine auto-injector; and (iii)
administer an epinephrine auto-injector to any student that the
school nurse in good faith professionally believes is having an
anaphylactic reaction.

(c) The school district or nonpublic school must inform the
parents or guardians of the pupil, in writing, that the school
district or nonpublic school and its employees and agents,
including a physician providing standing protocol or
prescription for school epinephrine auto-injectors, are to
incur no liability, except for willful and wanton conduct, as a
result of any injury arising from the self-administration of
medication or use of an epinephrine auto-injector regardless of
whether authorization was given by the pupil's parents or
guardians or by the pupil's physician, physician's assistant,
or advanced practice registered nurse. The parents or guardians
of the pupil must sign a statement acknowledging that the
school district or nonpublic school and its employees and

agents are to incur no liability, except for willful and wanton
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conduct, as a result of any injury arising from the
self-administration of medication or use of an epinephrine
auto-injector regardless of whether authorization was given by
the pupil's parents or guardians or by the pupil's physician,
physician's assistant, or advanced practice registered nurse
and that the parents or guardians must indemnify and hold
harmless the school district or nonpublic school and its
employees and agents against any claims, except a claim based
on willful and wanton conduct, arising out of the
self-administration of medication or use of an epinephrine
auto-injector regardless of whether authorization was given by
the pupil's parents or guardians or by the pupil's physician,
physician's assistant, or advanced practice registered nurse.
When a school nurse administers an epinephrine auto-injector to
a student whom the school nurse in good faith professionally
believes 1s having an anaphylactic reaction, notwithstanding
the lack of notice to the parents or guardians of the pupil or
the absence of the parents or guardians signed statement
acknowledging no liability, except for willful and wanton
conduct, the school district or nonpublic school and 1its
employees and agents, including a physician providing standing
protocol or prescription for school epinephrine
auto-injectors, are to incur no liability, except for willful
and wanton conduct, as a result of any injury arising from the
use of an epinephrine auto-injector regardless of whether

authorization was given by the pupil's parents or guardians or
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by the pupil's physician, physician's assistant, or advanced
practice registered nurse.

(d) The permission for self-administration of medication
or use of an epinephrine auto-injector is effective for the
school year for which it is granted and shall be renewed each
subsequent school year upon fulfillment of the requirements of
this Section.

(e) Provided that the requirements of this Section are
fulfilled, a pupil with asthma may possess and use his or her
medication or a pupil may possess and use an epinephrine
auto-injector (1) while in  school, (ii) while at a
school-sponsored activity, (iii) while under the supervision
of school personnel, or (iv) before or after normal school
activities, such as while in before-school or after-school care
on school-operated property.

(f) The school district or nonpublic school may maintain at
a school in a locked, secure location a supply of epinephrine
auto-injectors. A physician may prescribe epinephrine
auto-injectors in the name of the school district or nonpublic
school to be maintained for use when necessary. The school
district or nonpublic school supply of epinephrine
auto-injectors may be provided to and utilized by any student
authorized to self-administer that meets the prescription on
file or Dby any personnel authorized wunder a student's
Individual Health Care Action Plan, Illinois Food Allergy

Emergency Action Plan and Treatment Authorization Form, or plan
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pursuant to Section 504 of the federal Rehabilitation Act of
1973 to administer an epinephrine auto-injector to the student,
that meets the prescription on file. When a student does not
have an epinephrine auto-injector or a prescription for an
epinephrine auto-injector on file, the school nurse may utilize
the school district or nonpublic school supply of epinephrine
auto-injectors to respond to anaphylactic reaction, under a
standing protocol from a physician licensed to practice
medicine 1in all its branches and the requirements of this
Section.

Sec. 24-5. Physical fitness and professional growth.

School boards shall require of new employees evidence of
physical fitness to perform duties assigned and freedom from
communicable disease, including tuberculosis. Such evidence
shall consist of a physical examination and a tuberculin skin
test and, if appropriate, an x-ray, made by a physician
licensed in Illinois or any other state to practice medicine

and surgery in all its branches, an advanced practice nurse whe

1
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perform—heatth afTAaEreons, Or a physician assilistant who has

been delegated the authority to perform health examinations by

his or her supervising physician not more than 90 days
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preceding time of presentation to the board and cost of such
examination shall rest with the employee. The board may from
time to time require an examination of any employee by a
physician licensed in Illinois to practice medicine and surgery

in all its branches, an advanced practice nurse whe—has—a

amirattreons, Or a physician assistant who has been delegated

the authority to perform health examinations by his or her
supervising physician and shall pay the expenses thereof from
school funds. School boards may require teachers in their
employ to furnish from time to time evidence of continued
professional growth.

(105 ILCS 5/24-06)

Sec. 24-6. Sick leave. The school boards of all school
districts, including special charter districts, Dbut not
including school districts in municipalities of 500,000 or
more, shall grant their full-time teachers, and also shall
grant such of their other employees as are eligible to
participate in the Illinois Municipal Retirement Fund under the
"600-Hour Standard" established, or under such other
eligibility participation standard as may from time to time be
established, by rules and regulations now or hereafter

promulgated by the Board of that Fund under Section 7-198 of
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the Illinois Pension Code, as now or hereafter amended, sick
leave provisions not less in amount than 10 days at full pay in
each school year. If any such teacher or employee does not use
the full amount of annual leave thus allowed, the unused amount
shall be allowed to accumulate to a minimum available leave of
180 days at full pay, including the leave of the current year.
Sick leave shall be interpreted to mean personal illness,
quarantine at home, serious illness or death in the immediate
family or household, or birth, adoption, or placement for
adoption. The school board may require a certificate from a
physician licensed in Illinois to practice medicine and surgery
in all its branches, a chiropractic physician licensed under

the Medical Practice Act of 1987, an advanced practice nurse

delegated the authority to perform health examinations by his

or her supervising physician, or, if the treatment is by prayer
or spiritual means, a spiritual adviser or practitioner of the
teacher's or employee's faith as a basis for pay during leave
after an absence of 3 days for personal illness or 30 days for
birth or as the school board may deem necessary in other cases.
If the school board does require a certificate as a basis for
pay during leave of less than 3 days for personal illness, the
school board shall pay, from school funds, the expenses

incurred by the teachers or other employees in obtaining the
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certificate. For paid leave for adoption or placement for
adoption, the school board may require that the teacher or
other employee provide evidence that the formal adoption
process 1is underway, and such leave is limited to 30 days
unless a longer leave has been negotiated with the exclusive
bargaining representative.

If, by reason of any change in the boundaries of school
districts, or by reason of the creation of a new school
district, the employment of a teacher is transferred to a new
or different board, the accumulated sick leave of such teacher
is not thereby 1lost, but 1is transferred to such new or
different district.

For purposes of this Section, "immediate family" shall
include parents, spouse, brothers, sisters, children,
grandparents, grandchildren, parents-in-law, brothers-in-law,
sisters-in-law, and legal guardians.

Sec. 26-1. Compulsory school age-Exemptions. Whoever has
custody or control of any child between the ages of 7 and 17
years (unless the child has already graduated from high school)
shall cause such child to attend some public school in the
district wherein the child resides the entire time it is in

session during the regular school term, except as provided in
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Section 10-19.1, and during a required summer school program
established wunder Section 10-22.33B; provided, that the
following children shall not be required to attend the public
schools:

1. Any child attending a private or a parochial school
where children are taught the branches of education taught
to children of corresponding age and grade in the public
schools, and where the instruction of the child in the
branches of education is in the English language;

2. Any child who is physically or mentally unable to
attend school, such disability being certified to the
county or district truant officer by a competent physician
licensed in Illinois to practice medicine and surgery in
all its branches, a chiropractic physician licensed under

the Medical Practice Act of 1987, an advanced practice

formheatthexaminatieons, a physician
assistant who has been delegated the authority to perform
health examinations by his or her supervising physician, or
a Christian Science practitioner residing in this State and
listed in the Christian Science Journal; or who is excused
for temporary absence for cause by the principal or teacher
of the school which the child attends; the exemptions in
this paragraph (2) do not apply to any female who is

pregnant or the mother of one or more children, except
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where a female 1is wunable to attend school due to a
complication arising from her pregnancy and the existence
of such complication is certified to the county or district
truant officer by a competent physician;

3. Any child necessarily and lawfully employed
according to the provisions of the law regulating child
labor may be excused from attendance at school by the
county superintendent of schools or the superintendent of
the public school which the child should be attending, on
certification of the facts by and the recommendation of the
school board of the public school district in which the
child resides. In districts having part time continuation
schools, children so excused shall attend such schools at
least 8 hours each week;

4. Any child over 12 and under 14 years of age while in
attendance at confirmation classes;

5. Any child absent from a public school on a
particular day or days or at a particular time of day for
the reason that he is wunable to attend classes or to
participate in any examination, study or work requirements
on a particular day or days or at a particular time of day,
because the tenets of his religion forbid secular activity
on a particular day or days or at a particular time of day.
Each school board shall prescribe rules and regulations
relative to absences for religious holidays including, but

not limited to, a 1list of religious holidays on which it
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shall be mandatory to excuse a child; but nothing in this
paragraph 5 shall be construed to limit the right of any
school board, at its discretion, to excuse an absence on
any other day by reason of the observance of a religious
holiday. A school board may require the parent or guardian
of a child who is to be excused from attending school due
to the observance of a religious holiday to give notice,
not exceeding 5 days, of the child's absence to the school
principal or other school personnel. Any child excused from
attending school wunder this paragraph 5 shall not be
required to submit a written excuse for such absence after
returning to school; and

6. Any child 16 years of age or older who (i) submits
to a school district evidence of necessary and lawful
employment pursuant to paragraph 3 of this Section and (ii)
is enrolled in a graduation incentives program pursuant to
Section 26-16 of this Code or an alternative learning
opportunities program established pursuant to Article 13B

of this Code.

(105 ILCS 5/27-8.1) (from Ch. 122, par. 27-8.1)
Sec. 27-8.1. Health examinations and immunizations.

(1) In compliance with rules and regulations which the

Department of Public Health shall promulgate, and except as

hereinafter provided, all children in Illinois shall have a
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health examination as follows: within one vyear prior to
entering kindergarten or the first grade of any public,
private, or parochial elementary school; upon entering the
sixth and ninth grades of any public, private, or parochial
school; prior to entrance 1into any public, private, or
parochial nursery school; and, irrespective of grade,
immediately prior to or upon entrance into any public, private,
or parochial school or nursery school, each child shall present
proof of having been examined in accordance with this Section
and the rules and regulations promulgated hereunder. Any child
who received a health examination within one year prior to
entering the fifth grade for the 2007-2008 school year is not
required to receive an additional health examination in order
to comply with the provisions of Public Act 95-422 when he or
she attends school for the 2008-2009 school year, unless the
child is attending school for the first time as provided in
this paragraph.

A tuberculosis skin test screening shall be included as a
required part of each health examination included under this
Section 1if the child resides 1in an area designated by the
Department of Public Health as having a high incidence of
tuberculosis. Additional health examinations of ©pupils,
including eye examinations, may be required when deemed
necessary by school authorities. Parents are encouraged to have
their children undergo eye examinations at the same points in

time required for health examinations.
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(1.5) In compliance with rules adopted by the Department of
Public Health and except as otherwise provided in this Section,
all children in kindergarten and the second and sixth grades of
any public, private, or parochial school shall have a dental
examination. Each of these children shall present proof of
having been examined by a dentist in accordance with this
Section and rules adopted under this Section before May 15th of
the school year. If a child in the second or sixth grade fails
to present proof by May 15th, the school may hold the child's
report card until one of the following occurs: (i) the child
presents proof of a completed dental examination or (ii) the
child presents proof that a dental examination will take place
within 60 days after May 15th. The Department of Public Health
shall establish, by rule, a waiver for children who show an
undue burden or a lack of access to a dentist. Each public,
private, and parochial school must give notice of this dental
examination requirement to the parents and guardians of
students at least 60 days before May 15th of each school year.

(1.10) Except as otherwise provided in this Section, all
children enrolling in kindergarten in a public, private, or
parochial school on or after the effective date of this
amendatory Act of the 95th General Assembly and any student
enrolling for the first time in a public, private, or parochial
school on or after the effective date of this amendatory Act of
the 95th General Assembly shall have an eye examination. Each

of these children shall present proof of having been examined
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by a physician licensed to practice medicine in all of its
branches or a licensed optometrist within the previous year, in
accordance with this Section and rules adopted under this
Section, before October 15th of the school year. If the child
fails to present proof by October 15th, the school may hold the
child's report card until one of the following occurs: (i) the
child presents proof of a completed eye examination or (ii) the
child presents proof that an eye examination will take place
within 60 days after October 15th. The Department of Public
Health shall establish, by rule, a waiver for children who show
an undue burden or a lack of access to a physician licensed to
practice medicine in all of its branches who provides eye
examinations or to a licensed optometrist. Each public,
private, and parochial school must give notice of this eye
examination requirement to the parents and guardians of
students in compliance with rules of the Department of Public
Health. Nothing in this Section shall be construed to allow a
school to exclude a child from attending because of a parent's
or guardian's failure to obtain an eye examination for the
child.

Vision and
hearing screening tests, which shall not Dbe considered
examinations as that term is used in this Section, shall be
conducted in accordance with rules and regulations of the
Department of Public Health, and by individuals whom the
Department of Public Health has certified. In these rules and
regulations, the Department of Public Health shall require that
individuals conducting vision screening tests give a child's
parent or guardian written notification, before the vision
screening is conducted, that states, "Vision screening is not a
substitute for a complete eye and vision evaluation by an eye
doctor. Your child is not required to undergo this vision
screening 1f an optometrist or ophthalmologist has completed
and signed a report form indicating that an examination has

been administered within the previous 12 months."
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(3) Every child shall, at or about the same time as he or
she receives a health examination required by subsection (1) of
this Section, present to the local school proof of having
received such immunizations against preventable communicable
diseases as the Department of Public Health shall require by
rules and regulations promulgated pursuant to this Section and
the Communicable Disease Prevention Act.

(4) The individuals conducting the health examination,
dental examination, or eye examination shall record the fact of
having conducted the examination, and such additional
information as required, including for a health examination
data relating to obesity (including at a minimum, date of
birth, gender, height, weight, blood pressure, and date of
exam), on uniform forms which the Department of Public Health
and the State Board of Education shall prescribe for statewide
use. The examiner shall summarize on the report form any
condition that he or she suspects indicates a need for special
services, including for a health examination factors relating
to obesity. The individuals confirming the administration of
required immunizations shall record as indicated on the form
that the immunizations were administered.

(5) If a child does not submit proof of having had either
the health examination or the immunization as required, then
the child shall be examined or receive the immunization, as the
case may be, and present proof by October 15 of the current

school year, or by an earlier date of the current school year
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established by a school district. To establish a date before
October 15 of the current school vyear for the health
examination or immunization as required, a school district must
give notice of the requirements of this Section 60 days prior
to the earlier established date. If for medical reasons one or
more of the required immunizations must be given after October
15 of the current school year, or after an earlier established
date of the current school year, then the child shall present,
by October 15, or by the earlier established date, a schedule
for the administration of the immunizations and a statement of
the medical reasons causing the delay, both the schedule and
the statement being issued by the physician, advanced practice
nurse, physician assistant, registered nurse, or local health
department that will be responsible for administration of the
remaining required immunizations. If a child does not comply by
October 15, or by the earlier established date of the current
school year, with the requirements of this subsection, then the
local school authority shall exclude that child from school
until such time as the child presents proof of having had the
health examination as regquired and presents proof of having
received those required immunizations which are medically
possible to receive immediately. During a child's exclusion
from school for noncompliance with this subsection, the child's
parents or legal guardian shall be considered in violation of
Section 26-1 and subject to any penalty imposed by Section

26-10. This subsection (5) does not apply to dental
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examinations and eye examinations. Until June 30, 2015, if the
student is an out-of-state transfer student and does not have
the proof required under this subsection (5) before October 15
of the current year or whatever date is set by the school
district, then he or she may only attend classes (i) if he or
she has proof that an appointment for the required vaccinations
has been scheduled with a party authorized to submit proof of
the required vaccinations. If the proof of vaccination required
under this subsection (5) is not submitted within 30 days after
the student is permitted to attend classes, then the student is
not to be permitted to attend classes until proof of the
vaccinations has been properly submitted. No school district or
employee o0of a school district shall be held liable for any
injury or illness to another person that results from admitting
an out-of-state transfer student to «class that has an
appointment scheduled pursuant to this subsection (5).

(6) Every school shall report to the State Board of
FEducation by November 15, in the manner which that agency shall
require, the number of children who have received the necessary
immunizations and the health examination (other than a dental
examination or eye examination) as required, indicating, of
those who have not received the immunizations and examination
as required, the number of children who are exempt from health
examination and immunization requirements on religious or
medical grounds as provided in subsection (8). On or before

December 1 of each vyear, every public school district and
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registered nonpublic school shall make publicly available the
immunization data they are required to submit to the State
Board of Education by November 15. The immunization data made
publicly available must be identical to the data the school
district or school has reported to the State Board of
Education.

Every school shall report to the State Board of Education
by June 30, in the manner that the State Board requires, the
number of children who have received the required dental
examination, indicating, of those who have not received the
required dental examination, the number of children who are
exempt from the dental examination on religious grounds as
provided in subsection (8) of this Section and the number of
children who have received a waiver under subsection (1.5) of
this Section.

Every school shall report to the State Board of Education
by June 30, in the manner that the State Board requires, the
number of children who have received the required eye
examination, indicating, of those who have not received the
required eye examination, the number of children who are exempt
from the eye examination as provided in subsection (8) of this
Section, the number of children who have received a waiver
under subsection (1.10) of this Section, and the total number
of children in noncompliance with the eye examination
requirement.

The reported information under this subsection (6) shall be
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provided to the Department of Public Health by the State Board
of Education.

(7) Upon determining that the number of pupils who are
required to be in compliance with subsection (5) of this
Section is below 90% of the number of pupils enrolled in the
school district, 10% of each State aid payment made pursuant to
Section 18-8.05 to the school district for such year may be
withheld by the State Board of Education until the number of
students in compliance with subsection (5) is the applicable
specified percentage or higher.

(8) Parents or legal guardians who object to health,
dental, or eye examinations or any part thereof, or to
immunizations, on religious grounds shall not be required to
submit their children or wards to the examinations or
immunizations to which they so object if such parents or legal
guardians present to the appropriate local school authority a
signed statement of objection, detailing the grounds for the
objection. If the physical condition of the child is such that
any one or more of the immunizing agents should not be
administered, the examining physician, advanced practice
nurse, or physician assistant responsible for the performance
of the health examination shall endorse that fact upon the
health examination form.

(c) an ambulatory surgical treatment center or
hospitalization or care facility maintained by the
State or any agency thereof, where such department or
agency has authority under law to establish and enforce
standards for the ambulatory surgical treatment
centers, hospitalization, or care facilities under its
management and control;

(d) ambulatory surgical treatment centers,
hospitalization or care facilities maintained by the
Federal Government; or

(e) ambulatory surgical treatment centers,
hospitalization or care facilities maintained by any
university or college established under the laws of
this State and supported principally by public funds
raised by taxation.

(2) Performance of an abortion procedure in a wilful
and wanton manner on a woman who was not pregnant at the
time the abortion procedure was performed.

(3) A plea of guilty or nolo contendere, finding of
guilt, jury verdict, or entry of judgment or sentencing,
including, but not limited to, convictions, preceding
sentences of supervision, conditional discharge, or first

offender probation, under the laws of any jurisdiction of
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the United States of any crime that is a felony.

(4) Gross negligence in practice under this Act.

(5) Engaging in dishonorable, unethical or
unprofessional conduct of a character likely to deceive,
defraud or harm the public.

(6) Obtaining any fee by fraud, deceit, or
misrepresentation.

(7) Habitual or excessive use or abuse of drugs defined
in law as controlled substances, of alcohol, or of any
other substances which results in the inability to practice
with reasonable judgment, skill or safety.

(8) Practicing under a false or, except as provided by
law, an assumed name.

(9) Fraud or misrepresentation in applying for, or
procuring, a license under this Act or in connection with
applying for renewal of a license under this Act.

(10) Making a false or misleading statement regarding
their skill or the efficacy or wvalue of the medicine,
treatment, or remedy prescribed by them at their direction
in the treatment of any disease or other condition of the
body or mind.

(11) Allowing another person or organization to use
their license, procured under this Act, to practice.

(12) Disciplinary action of another state or
jurisdiction against a license or other authorization to

practice as a medical doctor, doctor of osteopathy, doctor
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of osteopathic medicine or doctor of chiropractic, a
certified copy of the record of the action taken by the
other state or Jjurisdiction being prima facie evidence
thereof.

(13) Violation of any provision of this Act or of the
Medical Practice Act prior to the repeal of that Act, or
violation of the rules, or a final administrative action of
the Secretary, after consideration of the recommendation
of the Disciplinary Board.

(14) Violation of the ©prohibition against fee
splitting in Section 22.2 of this Act.

(15) A finding by the Disciplinary Board that the
registrant after having his or her license placed on
probationary status or subjected to conditions @ or
restrictions violated the terms of the probation or failed
to comply with such terms or conditions.

(16) Abandonment of a patient.

(17) Prescribing, selling, administering,
distributing, giving or self-administering any drug
classified as a controlled substance (designated product)
or narcotic for other than medically accepted therapeutic
purposes.

(18) Promotion of the sale of drugs, devices,
appliances or goods provided for a patient in such manner
as to exploit the patient for financial gain of the

physician.
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(19) Offering, undertaking or agreeing to cure or treat
disease by a secret method, procedure, treatment or
medicine, or the treating, operating or prescribing for any
human condition by a method, means or procedure which the
licensee refuses to divulge upon demand of the Department.

(20) Immoral conduct in the commission of any act
including, but not limited to, commission of an act of
sexual misconduct related to the licensee's practice.

(21) Wilfully making or filing false records or reports
in his or her practice as a physician, including, but not
limited to, false records to support claims against the
medical assistance program of the Department of Healthcare
and Family Services (formerly Department of Public Aid)
under the Illinois Public Aid Code.

(22) Wilful omission to file or record, or wilfully
impeding the filing or recording, or inducing another
person to omit to file or record, medical reports as
required by law, or wilfully failing to report an instance
of suspected abuse or neglect as required by law.

(23) Being named as a perpetrator in an indicated
report by the Department of Children and Family Services
under the Abused and Neglected Child Reporting Act, and
upon proof Dby clear and convincing evidence that the
licensee has caused a child to be an abused child or
neglected child as defined in the Abused and Neglected

Child Reporting Act.
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(24) Solicitation of professional patronage by any
corporation, agents or persons, or profiting from those
representing themselves to be agents of the licensee.

(25) Gross and wilful and continued overcharging for
professional services, including filing false statements
for collection of fees for which services are not rendered,
including, but not limited to, filing such false statements
for collection of monies for services not rendered from the
medical assistance program of the Department of Healthcare
and Family Services (formerly Department of Public Aid)
under the Illinois Public Aid Code.

(26) A pattern of practice or other behavior which
demonstrates incapacity or incompetence to practice under
this Act.

(27) Mental illness or disability which results in the
inability to practice under this Act with reasonable
judgment, skill or safety.

(28) Physical illness, including, but not limited to,
deterioration through the aging process, or loss of motor
skill which results in a physician's inability to practice
under this Act with reasonable judgment, skill or safety.

(29) Cheating on or attempt to subvert the licensing
examinations administered under this Act.

(30) Wilfully or negligently violating the
confidentiality between physician and patient except as

required by law.
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(31) The use of any false, fraudulent, or deceptive
statement in any document connected with practice under
this Act.

(32) Aiding and abetting an individual not licensed
under this Act in the practice of a profession licensed
under this Act.

(33) Violating state or federal laws or regulations
relating to controlled substances, legend drugs, or
ephedra as defined in the Ephedra Prohibition Act.

(34) Failure to report to the Department any adverse
final action taken against them by another licensing
jurisdiction (any other state or any territory of the
United States or any foreign state or country), by any peer
review body, by any health care institution, by any
professional society or association related to practice
under this Act, by any governmental agency, by any law
enforcement agency, or by any court for acts or conduct
similar to acts or conduct which would constitute grounds
for action as defined in this Section.

(35) Failure to report to the Department surrender of a
license or authorization to practice as a medical doctor, a
doctor of osteopathy, a doctor of osteopathic medicine, or
doctor of chiropractic in another state or jurisdiction, or
surrender of membership on any medical staff or in any
medical or professional association or society, while

under disciplinary investigation by any of those
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authorities or bodies, for acts or conduct similar to acts
or conduct which would constitute grounds for action as
defined in this Section.

(36) Failure to report to the Department any adverse
judgment, settlement, or award arising from a liability
claim related to acts or conduct similar to acts or conduct
which would constitute grounds for action as defined in
this Section.

(37) Failure to provide copies of medical records as
required by law.

(38) Failure to furnish the Department, its
investigators or representatives, relevant information,
legally requested by the Department after consultation
with the Chief Medical Coordinator or the Deputy Medical
Coordinator.

(39) Violating the Health Care Worker Self-Referral
Act.

(40) Willful failure to provide notice when notice 1is
required under the Parental Notice of Abortion Act of 1995.

(41) Failure to establish and maintain records of

patient care and treatment as required by this law.
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(43) Repeated failure to adequately collaborate with a
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licensed advanced practice nurse.

Except for actions involving the ground numbered (26), all
proceedings to suspend, revoke, place on probationary status,
or take any other disciplinary action as the Department may
deem proper, with regard to a license on any of the foregoing
grounds, must be commenced within 5 years next after receipt by
the Department of a complaint alleging the commission of or
notice of the conviction order for any of the acts described
herein. Except for the grounds numbered (8), (9), (26), and
(29), no action shall be commenced more than 10 years after the
date of the incident or act alleged to have violated this
Section. For actions involving the ground numbered (26), a
pattern of practice or other behavior includes all incidents
alleged to be part of the pattern of practice or other behavior
that occurred, or a report pursuant to Section 23 of this Act
received, within the 10-year period preceding the filing of the
complaint. In the event of the settlement of any claim or cause
of action in favor of the claimant or the reduction to final
judgment of any civil action in favor of the plaintiff, such
claim, cause of action or civil action being grounded on the
allegation that a person licensed under this Act was negligent
in providing care, the Department shall have an additional
period of 2 years from the date of notification to the
Department under Section 23 of this Act of such settlement or
final judgment in which to investigate and commence formal

disciplinary proceedings under Section 36 of this Act, except

as otherwise provided by law. The time during which the holder
of the license was outside the State of Illinois shall not be
included within any period of time limiting the commencement of
disciplinary action by the Department.

The entry of an order or Jjudgment by any circuit court
establishing that any person holding a license under this Act
is a person 1in need of mental treatment operates as a
suspension of that license. That person may resume their
practice only upon the entry of a Departmental order based upon
a finding Dby the Disciplinary Board that they have been
determined to be recovered from mental illness by the court and
upon the Disciplinary Board's recommendation that they be
permitted to resume their practice.

The Department may refuse to issue or take disciplinary
action concerning the license of any person who fails to file a
return, or to pay the tax, penalty or interest shown in a filed
return, or to pay any final assessment of tax, penalty or
interest, as required by any tax Act administered by the
Illinois Department of Revenue, until such time as the
requirements of any such tax Act are satisfied as determined by
the Illinois Department of Revenue.

The Department, upon the recommendation of the
Disciplinary Board, shall adopt rules which set forth standards
to be used in determining:

(a) when a person will Dbe deemed sufficiently

rehabilitated to warrant the public trust;
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(b) what constitutes dishonorable, unethical or
unprofessional conduct of a character likely to deceive,
defraud, or harm the public;

(c) what constitutes immoral conduct in the commission
of any act, including, but not limited to, commission of an
act of sexual misconduct related to the licensee's
practice; and

(d) what constitutes gross negligence in the practice
of medicine.

However, no such rule shall be admissible into evidence in
any civil action except for review of a licensing or other
disciplinary action under this Act.

In enforcing this Section, the Disciplinary Board or the
Licensing Board, upon a showing of a possible violation, may
compel, in the case of the Disciplinary Board, any individual
who is licensed to practice under this Act or holds a permit to
practice under this Act, or, in the case of the Licensing
Board, any individual who has applied for licensure or a permit
pursuant to this Act, to submit to a mental or physical
examination and evaluation, or both, which may include a
substance abuse or sexual offender evaluation, as required by
the Licensing Board or Disciplinary Board and at the expense of
the Department. The Disciplinary Board or Licensing Board shall
specifically designate the examining physician licensed to
practice medicine in all of its branches or, if applicable, the

multidisciplinary team involved in providing the mental or
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physical examination and evaluation, or both. The
multidisciplinary team shall be led by a physician licensed to
practice medicine in all of its branches and may consist of one
or more or a combination of physicians licensed to practice
medicine in all of its Dbranches, licensed chiropractic
physicians, licensed clinical psychologists, licensed clinical
social workers, licensed clinical professional counselors, and
other professional and administrative staff. Any examining
physician or member of the multidisciplinary team may require
any person ordered to submit to an examination and evaluation
pursuant to this Section to submit to any additional
supplemental testing deemed necessary to complete any
examination or evaluation process, including, but not limited
to, Dblood testing, wurinalysis, psychological testing, or
neuropsychological testing. The Disciplinary Board, the
Licensing Board, or the Department may order the examining
physician or any member of the multidisciplinary team to
provide to the Department, the Disciplinary Board, or the
Licensing Board any and all records, including Dbusiness
records, that relate to the examination and evaluation,
including any supplemental testing performed. The Disciplinary
Board, the Licensing Board, or the Department may order the
examining physician or any member of the multidisciplinary team
to present testimony concerning this examination and
evaluation of the 1licensee, permit holder, or applicant,

including testimony concerning any supplemental testing or
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documents relating to the examination and evaluation. No
information, report, record, or other documents in any way
related to the examination and evaluation shall be excluded by
reason of any common law or statutory privilege relating to
communication between the licensee or applicant and the
examining physician or any member of the multidisciplinary
team. No authorization is necessary from the licensee, permit
holder, or applicant ordered to undergo an evaluation and
examination for the examining physician or any member of the
multidisciplinary team to provide information, reports,
records, or other documents or to provide any testimony
regarding the examination and evaluation. The individual to be
examined may have, at his or her own expense, another physician
of his or her choice present during all aspects of the
examination. Failure of any individual to submit to mental or
physical examination and evaluation, or both, when directed,
shall result in an automatic suspension, without hearing, until
such time as the individual submits to the examination. If the
Disciplinary Board finds a physician unable to practice because
of the reasons set forth in this Section, the Disciplinary
Board shall require such physician to submit to care,
counseling, or treatment by physicians approved or designated
by the Disciplinary Board, as a condition for continued,
reinstated, or renewed licensure to practice. Any physician,
whose license was granted pursuant to Sections 9, 17, or 19 of

this Act, or, continued, reinstated, renewed, disciplined or
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supervised, subject to such terms, conditions or restrictions
who shall fail to comply with such terms, conditions or
restrictions, or to complete a required program of care,
counseling, or treatment, as determined by the Chief Medical
Coordinator or Deputy Medical Coordinators, shall be referred
to the Secretary for a determination as to whether the licensee
shall have their 1license suspended immediately, pending a
hearing by the Disciplinary Board. In instances in which the
Secretary immediately suspends a license under this Section, a
hearing upon such person's license must be convened by the
Disciplinary Board within 15 days after such suspension and
completed without appreciable delay. The Disciplinary Board
shall have the authority to review the subject physician's
record of treatment and counseling regarding the impairment, to
the extent permitted by applicable federal statutes and
regulations safeguarding the confidentiality of medical
records.

An individual licensed under this Act, affected under this
Section, shall be afforded an opportunity to demonstrate to the
Disciplinary Board that they can resume practice in compliance
with acceptable and prevailing standards under the provisions
of their license.

The Department may promulgate rules for the imposition of
fines in disciplinary cases, not to exceed $10,000 for each
violation of this Act. Fines may be imposed in conjunction with

other forms of disciplinary action, but shall not be the
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exclusive disposition of any disciplinary action arising out of
conduct resulting in death or injury to a patient. Any funds
collected from such fines shall be deposited in the Medical
Disciplinary Fund.

(B) The Department shall revoke the license or permit
issued under this Act to practice medicine or a chiropractic
physician who has been convicted a second time of committing
any felony under the Illinois Controlled Substances Act or the
Methamphetamine Control and Community Protection Act, or who
has been convicted a second time of committing a Class 1 felony
under Sections 8A-3 and 8A-6 of the Illinois Public Aid Code. A
person whose license or permit is revoked under this subsection
B shall be prohibited from practicing medicine or treating
human ailments without the use of drugs and without operative
surgery.

(C) The Disciplinary Board shall recommend to the
Department civil penalties and any other appropriate
discipline in disciplinary cases when the Board finds that a
physician willfully performed an abortion with actual
knowledge that the person upon whom the abortion has been
performed is a minor or an incompetent person without notice as
required under the Parental Notice of Abortion Act of 1995.
Upon the Board's recommendation, the Department shall impose,
for the first violation, a civil penalty of $1,000 and for a
second or subsequent violation, a civil penalty of $5,000.

Sec. 50-10. Definitions. Each of the following terms, when
used in this Act, shall have the meaning ascribed to it in this
Section, except where the context clearly indicates otherwise:

"Academic vyear" means the customary annual schedule of
courses at a college, university, or approved school,
customarily regarded as the school year as distinguished from
the calendar year.

"Advanced practice nurse" or "APN" means a person who has
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met the qualifications for a (i) certified nurse midwife (CNM) ;
(1i) certified nurse practitioner (CNP) ; (1ii) certified
registered nurse anesthetist (CRNA); or (iv) clinical nurse
specialist (CNS) and has been licensed by the Department. All
advanced practice nurses licensed and practicing in the State
of Illinois shall use the title APN and may use specialty
credentials after their name.

"Approved program of professional nursing education" and
"approved program of practical nursing education" are programs
of professional or practical nursing, respectively, approved
by the Department under the provisions of this Act.

"Board" means the Board of Nursing appointed by the
Secretary.

"Collaboration" means a process involving 2 or more health
care professionals working together, each contributing one's
respective area of expertise to provide more comprehensive
patient care.

"Consultation" means the process whereby an advanced
practice nurse seeks the advice or opinion of another health
care professional.

"Credentialed" means the ©process o0of assessing and
validating the qualifications of a health care professional.

"Current nursing practice update course" means a planned
nursing education curriculum approved by the Department
consisting of activities that have educational objectives,

instructional methods, content or subject matter, clinical
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practice, and evaluation methods, related to basic review and
updating content and specifically planned for those nurses
previously licensed in the United States or its territories and
preparing for reentry into nursing practice.

"Dentist" means a person licensed to practice dentistry
under the Illinois Dental Practice Act.

"Department”" means the Department of Financial and
Professional Regulation.

"Impaired nurse" means a nurse licensed under this Act who
is unable to practice with reasonable skill and safety because
of a physical or mental disability as evidenced by a written
determination or written consent based on clinical evidence,
including loss of motor skills, abuse of drugs or alcohol, or a
psychiatric disorder, of sufficient degree to diminish his or
her ability to deliver competent patient care.

"License-pending advanced practice nurse" means a
registered professional nurse who has completed all
requirements for licensure as an advanced practice nurse except
the certification examination and has applied to take the next
available certification exam and received a temporary license
from the Department.

"License-pending registered nurse" means a person who has
passed the Department-approved registered nurse licensure exam
and has applied for a license from the Department. A
license-pending registered nurse shall use the title "RN lic

pend" on all documentation related to nursing practice.
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"Physician" means a person licensed to practice medicine in
all its branches under the Medical Practice Act of 1987.

"Podiatrist" means a person licensed to practice podiatry
under the Podiatric Medical Practice Act of 1987.

"Practical nurse" or "licensed practical nurse" means a
person who is licensed as a practical nurse under this Act and
practices practical nursing as defined in this Act. Only a
practical nurse licensed under this Act is entitled to use the
title "licensed ©practical nurse" and the abbreviation
"L.P.N.".

"Practical nursing" means the performance of nursing acts
requiring the basic nursing knowledge, Jjudgment Fudgemernt, and
skill acquired by means of completion of an approved practical
nursing education program. Practical nursing includes
assisting in the nursing process as delegated by a registered
professional nurse or an advanced practice nurse. The practical
nurse may work under the direction of a licensed physician,
dentist, podiatrist, or other health care ©professional
determined by the Department.

"Privileged" means the authorization granted by the
governing body of a healthcare facility, agency, or
organization to provide specific patient care services within
well-defined limits, based on qualifications reviewed in the
credentialing process.

"Registered Nurse" or "Registered Professional Nurse"

means a person who is licensed as a professional nurse under
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this Act and practices nursing as defined in this Act. Only a
registered nurse licensed under this Act is entitled to use the
titles "registered nurse" and "registered professional nurse"
and the abbreviation, "R.N.".

"Registered professional nursing practice" is a scientific
process founded on a professional body of knowledge; it is a
learned profession based on the understanding of the human
condition across the life span and environment and includes all
nursing specialties and means the performance of any nursing
act based upon professional knowledge, judgment, and skills
acquired by means of completion of an approved professional
nursing education program. A registered professional nurse
provides holistic nursing care through the nursing process to
individuals, groups, families, or communities, that includes
but is not limited to: (1) the assessment of healthcare needs,
nursing diagnosis, planning, implementation, and nursing
evaluation; (2) the promotion, maintenance, and restoration of
health; (3) counseling, patient education, health education,
and patient advocacy; (4) the administration of medications and
treatments as prescribed by a physician licensed to practice
medicine in all of its branches, a licensed dentist, a licensed
podiatrist, or a licensed optometrist or as prescribed by a
physician assistant 1n accordance with written guidelines
required under the Physician Assistant Practice Act of 1987 or
by an advanced practice nurse in accordance with Article 65 of

this Act; (5) the coordination and management of the nursing
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plan of <care; (6) the delegation to and supervision of
individuals who assist the registered professional nurse
implementing the plan of care; and (7) teaching nursing
students. The foregoing shall not be deemed to include those
acts of medical diagnosis or prescription of therapeutic or
corrective measures.

"Professional assistance program for nurses" means a
professional assistance program that meets criteria
established by the Board of Nursing and approved by the
Secretary, which provides a non-disciplinary treatment
approach for nurses licensed under this Act whose ability to
practice is compromised by alcohol or chemical substance
addiction.

"Secretary" means the Secretary of Financial and
Professional Regulation.

"Unencumbered license" means a license issued in good

standing.

(2) Ordering diagnostic and therapeutic tests and
procedures, performing those tests and procedures when
using health care equipment, and interpreting and using the
results of diagnostic and therapeutic tests and procedures
ordered by the advanced practice nurse or another health
care professional.

(3) Ordering treatments, ordering or applying
appropriate medical devices, and using nursing medical,
therapeutic, and corrective measures to treat illness and
improve health status.

(4) Providing palliative and end-of-1life care.

(5) Providing advanced counseling, patient education,
health education, and patient advocacy.

(6) Prescriptive authority as defined in Section 65-40

of this Act.
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(7) Delegating selected nursing activities or tasks to
a licensed practical nurse, a registered professional
nurse, or other personnel.

(8) Collaboration and consultation with or referral to

a physician or other appropriate health-care professional

for patient care needs that exceed the APN's scope of

practice, education, or experience.

(a) A person 1licensed under this Act as an advanced
practice nurse may advertise the availability of professional
services 1in the public media or on the premises where the
professional services are rendered.

(2) information pertaining to the person's areas of
specialization, including but not limited to appropriate

(4) information on usual and customary fees for routine
professional services offered, which shall include
notification that fees may be adjusted due to complications
or unforeseen circumstances;

(b) It is unlawful for a person licensed under this Act as
an advanced practice nurse to use testimonials or claims of
superior quality of care to entice the public. It shall be
unlawful to advertise fee comparisons of available services
with those of other licensed persons.

(c) This Article does not authorize the advertising of
professional services that the offeror of the services is not
licensed or authorized to render. Nor shall the advertiser use
statements that contain false, fraudulent, deceptive, or
misleading material or guarantees of success, statements that
play upon the vanity or fears of the public, or statements that
promote or produce unfair competition.

(d) It 1is wunlawful and punishable wunder the penalty
provisions of this Act for a person licensed under this Article
to knowingly advertise that the licensee will accept as payment
for services rendered by assignment from any third party payor
the amount the third party payor covers as payment in full, if
the effect is to give the impression of eliminating the need of
payment by the patient of any required deductible or copayment
applicable in the patient's health benefit plan.

(e) A licensee shall include in every advertisement for
services regulated under this Act his or her title as it
appears on the license or the initials authorized under this
Act.

(7) Engaging in dishonorable, unethical or
unprofessional conduct of a character likely to deceive,
defraud or harm the public, as defined by rule.

(8) Unlawful taking, theft, selling, distributing, or
manufacturing of any drug, narcotic, or prescription
device.

(9) Habitual or excessive use or addiction to alcohol,
narcotics, stimulants, or any other chemical agent or drug
that could result in a licensee's 1inability to practice
with reasonable judgment, skill or safety.

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another licensing jurisdiction of the United States or any
foreign state or country, any peer review body, any health
care institution, any professional or nursing society or
association, any governmental agency, any law enforcement
agency, or any court or a nursing liability claim related
to acts or conduct similar to acts or conduct that would
constitute grounds for action as defined in this Section.

(17) Failure of a licensee to report to the Department
surrender by the licensee of a license or authorization to
practice nursing or advanced practice nursing in another
state or jurisdiction or current surrender by the licensee
of membership on any nursing staff or in any nursing or
advanced practice nursing or professional association or
society while under disciplinary investigation by any of
those authorities or bodies for acts or conduct similar to
acts or conduct that would constitute grounds for action as
defined by this Section.

(18) Failing, within 60 days, to provide information in
response to a written request made by the Department.

(19) Failure to establish and maintain records of
patient care and treatment as required by law.

(20) Fraud, deceit or misrepresentation in applying
for or procuring a license under this Act or in connection
with applying for renewal of a license under this Act.

(21) Allowing another person or organization to use the

licensees' license to deceive the public.
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(22) Willfully making or filing false records or
reports 1in the 1licensee's practice, including but not
limited to false records to support claims against the
medical assistance program of the Department of Healthcare
and Family Services (formerly Department of Public Aid)
under the Illinois Public Aid Code.

(23) Attempting to subvert or cheat on a licensing
examination administered under this Act.

(24) Immoral conduct in the commission of an act,
including, but not limited to, sexual abuse, sexual
misconduct, or sexual exploitation, related to the
licensee's practice.

(25) Willfully or negligently violating the
confidentiality between nurse and patient except as
required by law.

(26) Practicing under a false or assumed name, except
as provided by law.

(27) The wuse of any false, fraudulent, or deceptive
statement in any document connected with the licensee's
practice.

(28) Directly or indirectly giving to or receiving from
a person, firm, corporation, partnership, or association a
fee, commission, rebate, or other form of compensation for
professional services not actually or personally rendered.
Nothing in this paragraph (28) affects any bona fide

independent contractor or employment arrangements among
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health care professionals, health facilities, health care
providers, or other entities, except as otherwise
prohibited by law. Any employment arrangements may include
provisions for compensation, health insurance, pension, or
other employment benefits for the provision of services
within the scope of the licensee's practice under this Act.
Nothing in this paragraph (28) shall be construed to
require an employment arrangement to receive professional
fees for services rendered.

(29) A  violation of the Health Care Worker
Self-Referral Act.

(30) Physical illness, including but not limited to
deterioration through the aging process or loss of motor
skill, mental illness, or disability that results in the
inability to practice the profession with reasonable

judgment, skill, or safety.

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(32) Making a false or misleading statement regarding a
licensee's skill or the efficacy or value of the medicine,
treatment, or remedy prescribed by him or her in the course
of treatment.

or narcotic for other than medically accepted therapeutic
purposes.

(34) Promotion of the sale of drugs, devices,
appliances, or goods provided for a patient in a manner to
exploit the patient for financial gain.

(35) Violating State or federal laws, rules, or
regulations relating to controlled substances.

(36) Willfully or negligently violating the
confidentiality Dbetween an advanced ©practice nurse,
collaborating physician, dentist, or podiatrist and a
patient, except as required by law.

(c) The determination by a circuit court that a licensee is
subject to involuntary admission or Jjudicial admission as
provided in the Mental Health and Developmental Disabilities
Code, as amended, operates as an automatic suspension. The
suspension will end only upon a finding by a court that the
patient 1s no longer subject to involuntary admission or
judicial admission and issues an order so finding and
discharging the patient; and upon the recommendation of the
Board to the Secretary that the licensee be allowed to resume
his or her practice.

(d) The Department may refuse to issue or may suspend or
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otherwise discipline the license of any person who fails to
file a return, or to pay the tax, penalty or interest shown in
a filed return, or to pay any final assessment of the tax,
penalty, or interest as required by any tax Act administered by
the Department of Revenue, until such time as the requirements
of any such tax Act are satisfied.

(e) In enforcing this Act, the Department or Board, upon a
showing of a possible wviolation, may compel an individual
licensed to practice under this Act or who has applied for
licensure under this Act, to submit to a mental or physical
examination, or both, as required by and at the expense of the
Department. The Department or Board may order the examining
physician to present testimony concerning the mental or
physical examination of the licensee or applicant. No
information shall be excluded by reason of any common law or
statutory privilege relating to communications between the
licensee or applicant and the examining physician. The
examining physicians shall be specifically designated by the
Board or Department. The individual to be examined may have, at
his or her own expense, another physician of his or her choice
present during all aspects of this examination. Failure of an
individual to submit to a mental or physical examination, when
directed, shall result in an automatic suspension without
hearing.

All substance-related violations shall mandate an

automatic substance abuse assessment. Failure to submit to an
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assessment by a licensed physician who 1s certified as an
addictionist or an advanced practice nurse with specialty
certification in addictions may be grounds for an automatic
suspension, as defined by rule.

If the Department or Board finds an individual unable to
practice or unfit for duty because of the reasons set forth in
this Section, the Department or Board may require that
individual to submit to a substance abuse evaluation or
treatment by individuals or programs approved or designated by
the Department or Board, as a condition, term, or restriction
for continued, reinstated, or renewed licensure to practice;
or, in lieu of evaluation or treatment, the Department may
file, or the Board may recommend to the Department to file, a
complaint to immediately suspend, revoke, or otherwise
discipline the license of the individual. An individual whose
license was granted, continued, reinstated, renewed,
disciplined or supervised subject to such terms, conditions, or
restrictions, and who fails to comply with such terms,
conditions, or restrictions, shall be referred to the Secretary
for a determination as to whether the individual shall have his
or her license suspended immediately, pending a hearing by the
Department.

In instances in which the Secretary immediately suspends a
person's license under this Section, a hearing on that person's
license must be convened by the Department within 15 days after

the suspension and completed without appreciable delay. The
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Department and Board shall have the authority to review the
subject individual's record of treatment and counseling
regarding the impairment to the extent permitted by applicable
federal statutes and regulations safeguarding the
confidentiality of medical records.

An individual licensed under this Act and affected under
this Section shall be afforded an opportunity to demonstrate to
the Department that he or she can resume practice in compliance
with nursing standards under the provisions of his or her
license.

Sec. 1. Definitions. As used in this Act:

(1) "Physical therapy" means all of the following:

(A) Examining, evaluating, and testing individuals who
may have mechanical, physiological, or developmental
impairments, functional limitations, disabilities, or
other health and movement-related conditions, classifying
these disorders, determining a rehabilitation prognosis
and plan of therapeutic intervention, and assessing the
on—-going effects of the interventions.

(B) Alleviating impairments, functional limitations,
or disabilities by designing, implementing, and modifying
therapeutic interventions that may include, but are not
limited to, the evaluation or treatment of a person through
the use of the effective properties of physical measures
and heat, cold, light, water, radiant energy, electricity,
sound, and air and use of therapeutic massage, therapeutic
exercise, mobilization, and rehabilitative procedures,
with or without assistive devices, for the purposes of
preventing, correcting, or alleviating a physical or

mental impairment, functional limitation, or disability.
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(C) Reducing the risk of injury, impairment,

functional limitation, or disability, including the

promotion and maintenance of fitness, health, and
wellness.
(D) Engaging in administration, consultation,

education, and research.

Physical therapy includes, but 1s not limited to: (a)
performance of specialized tests and measurements, (b)
administration of specialized treatment procedures, (c)
interpretation of referrals from physicians, dentists,
advanced practice nurses, physician assistants, and
podiatrists, (d) establishment, and modification of physical
therapy treatment programs, (e) administration of topical
medication used in generally accepted physical therapy
procedures when such medication is prescribed by the patient's
physician, licensed to practice medicine in all its branches,
the patient's physician licensed to ©practice podiatric
medicine, the patient's advanced practice nurse, the patient's
physician assistant, or the patient's dentist, and (f)
supervision or teaching of physical therapy. Physical therapy
does not include radiology, electrosurgery, chiropractic
technique or determination of a differential diagnosis;
provided, however, the limitation on determining a
differential diagnosis shall not in any manner limit a physical
therapist licensed under this Act from performing an evaluation

pursuant to such license. Nothing in this Section shall limit a
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physical therapist from employing appropriate physical therapy
techniques that he or she is educated and licensed to perform.
A physical therapist shall refer to a licensed physician,
advanced practice nurse, physician assistant, dentist, or
podiatrist any patient whose medical condition should, at the
time of evaluation or treatment, be determined to be beyond the
scope of practice of the physical therapist.

(2) "Physical therapist" means a person who practices
physical therapy and who has met all requirements as provided

(5) "Board" means the Physical Therapy Licensing and

Disciplinary Board approved by the Director.

(6) "Referral" means a written or oral authorization for
physical therapy services for a patient by a physician,
dentist, advanced practice nurse, physician assistant, or
podiatrist who maintains medical supervision of the patient and
makes a diagnosis or verifies that the patient's condition is
such that it may be treated by a physical therapist.

(7) "Documented current and relevant diagnosis" for the
purpose of this Act means a diagnosis, substantiated by
signature or oral verification of a physician, dentist,

advanced practice nurse, physician assistant, or podiatrist,
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that a patient's condition is such that it may be treated by
physical therapy as defined in this Act, which diagnosis shall
remain 1in effect until changed by the physician, dentist,
advanced practice nurse, physician assistant, or podiatrist.

(a) the states of the United States of America;
(b) the District of Columbia; and
(c) the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico.

(9) "Physical therapist assistant" means a person licensed
to assist a physical therapist and who has met all requirements
as provided in this Act and who works under the supervision of
a licensed physical therapist to assist in implementing the
physical therapy treatment program as established by the
licensed physical therapist. The patient care activities
provided by the physical therapist assistant shall not include
the interpretation of referrals, evaluation procedures, or the
planning or major modification of patient programs.

(10) "Physical therapy aide" means a person who has
received on the job training, specific to the facility in which
he is employed, but who has not completed an approved physical
therapist assistant program.

(11) "Advanced practice nurse" means a person licensed as

Collecting and
reviewing patient data includes the performance of pulse
oximetry and non-invasive monitoring procedures in order
to obtain vital signs and notification to licensed health
care professionals and other authorized licensed personnel
in a timely manner.

(4) Maintaining a nasal cannula or face mask for oxygen
therapy in the proper position on the patient's face.

(5) Assembling a nasal cannula or face mask for oxygen
therapy at patient bedside in preparation for use.

(6) Maintaining a ©patient's natural airway Dby
physically manipulating the jaw and neck, suctioning the
oral cavity, or suctioning the mouth or nose with a bulb
syringe.

(7) Performing assisted ventilation during emergency
resuscitation using a manual resuscitator.

(8) Using a manual resuscitator at the direction of a
licensed health care professional or other authorized
licensed personnel who 1s present and performing routine
airway suctioning. These activities do not include care of
a patient's artificial airway or the adjustment of
mechanical ventilator settings while a patient is

connected to the ventilator.

"Basic respiratory care activities" does not mean activities

that involve any of the following:

(1) Specialized knowledge that results from a course of
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education or training in respiratory care.
(2) An unreasonable risk of a negative outcome for the
patient.
(3) The assessment or making of a decision concerning
patient care.
(4) The administration of aerosol medication or
oxygen.
(5) The insertion and maintenance of an artificial
airway.
(6) Mechanical ventilatory support.
(7) Patient assessment.
(8) Patient education.
"Department" means the Department of Professional
Regulation.
"Director" means the Director of Professional Regulation.
"Licensed" means that which is required to hold oneself out
as a respiratory care practitioner as defined in this Act.
"Licensed health care professional" means a physician

licensed to practice medicine in all its branches, an advanced
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a physician assistant who has been delegated the authority to
transmit orders to a respiratory care practitioner by his or
her supervising physician.

"Order" means a written, oral, or telecommunicated
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authorization for respiratory care services for a patient by
(1) a licensed health care professional who maintains medical
supervision of the patient and makes a diagnosis or verifies
that the patient's condition is such that it may be treated by
a respiratory care practitioner or (ii) a certified registered
nurse anesthetist in a licensed hospital or ambulatory surgical
treatment center.

"Other authorized 1licensed personnel" means a licensed
respiratory care practitioner, a licensed registered nurse, or
a licensed practical nurse whose scope of practice authorizes
the professional to supervise an individual who is not
licensed, certified, or registered as a health professional.

"Proximate supervision" means a situation in which an
individual is responsible for directing the actions of another
individual in the facility and is physically close enough to be
readily available, if needed, by the supervised individual.

"Respiratory care" and "cardiorespiratory care" mean
preventative services, evaluation and assessment services,
therapeutic services, and rehabilitative services under the
order of a licensed health care professional or a certified
registered nurse anesthetist in a licensed hospital for an
individual with a disorder, disease, or abnormality of the
cardiopulmonary system. These terms 1include, Dbut are not
limited to, measuring, observing, assessing, and monitoring
signs and symptoms, reactions, general behavior, and general

physical response of individuals to respiratory care services,
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including the determination of whether those signs, symptoms,
reactions, behaviors, or general physical responses exhibit
abnormal characteristics; the administration of
pharmacological and therapeutic agents related to respiratory
care services; the collection of blood specimens and other
bodily fluids and tissues for, and the performance of,
cardiopulmonary diagnostic testing procedures, including, but
not limited to, blood gas analysis; development,
implementation, and modification of respiratory care treatment
plans based on assessed abnormalities of the cardiopulmonary
system, respiratory care guidelines, referrals, and orders of a
licensed health care professional; application, operation, and
management of mechanical ventilatory support and other means of
life support; and the initiation of emergency procedures under
the rules promulgated by the Department. A respiratory care
practitioner shall refer to a physician licensed to practice
medicine in all its branches any patient whose condition, at
the time of evaluation or treatment, is determined to be beyond
the scope of practice of the respiratory care practitioner.
"Respiratory care education program" means a course of
academic study leading to eligibility for —registry or
certification in respiratory care. The training is to be
approved by an accrediting agency recognized by the Board and
shall include an evaluation of competence through a
standardized testing mechanism that is determined by the Board

to be both valid and reliable.
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"Respiratory care practitioner" means a person who 1is
licensed by the Department of Professional Regulation and meets
all of the following criteria:

(1) The person 1is engaged 1in the ©practice of
cardiorespiratory care and has the knowledge and skill
necessary to administer respiratory care.

(2) The person is capable of serving as a resource to
the licensed health care professional in relation to the
technical aspects of cardiorespiratory care and the safe
and effective methods for administering cardiorespiratory
care modalities.

(3) The person is able to function in situations of
unsupervised patient contact requiring great individual
judgment.

Section 65. The Genetic Counselor Licensing Act is amended

by changing Sections 10, 20, and 95 as follows:

(225 ILCS 135/10)

(Section scheduled to be repealed on January 1, 2015)

Sec. 10. Definitions. As used in this Act:

"ABGC" means the American Board of Genetic Counseling.
"ABMG" means the American Board of Medical Genetics.
"Active candidate status" is awarded to applicants who have

received approval from the ABGC or ABMG to sit for their
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respective certification examinations.

"Department" means the Department of Professional
Regulation.

"Director" means the Director of Professional Regulation.

"Genetic anomaly" means a variation in an individual's DNA
that has been shown to confer a genetically influenced disease
or predisposition to a genetically influenced disease or makes
a person a carrier of such variation. A "carrier" of a genetic
anomaly means a person who may or may not have a predisposition
or risk of incurring a genetically influenced condition and who
is at risk of having offspring with a genetically influenced
condition.

"Genetic counseling" means the provision of services,
which may include the ordering of genetic tests, pursuant to a
referral, to individuals, couples, groups, families, and
organizations by one or more appropriately trained individuals
to address the physical and psychological issues associated
with the occurrence or risk of occurrence or recurrence of a
genetic disorder, Dbirth defect, disease, or potentially
inherited or genetically influenced condition in an individual
or a family. "Genetic counseling" consists of the following:

(A) Estimating the likelihood of occurrence or
recurrence of a birth defect or of any potentially
inherited or genetically influenced <condition. This
assessment may involve:

(i) obtaining and analyzing a complete health
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history of the person and his or her family;

(ii) reviewing pertinent medical records;

(iid) evaluating the risks from exposure to
possible mutagens or teratogens;

(iv) recommending genetic testing or other
evaluations to diagnose a condition or determine the
carrier status of one or more family members;

(B) Helping the individual, family, health care
provider, or health care professional (i) appreciate the
medical, psychological and social implications of a
disorder, including its features, variability, usual
course and management options, (ii) learn how genetic
factors contribute to the disorder and affect the chance
for recurrence of the condition in other family members,
and (iii) wunderstand available options for coping with,
preventing, or reducing the chance of occurrence or
recurrence of a condition.

(C) Facilitating an individual's or family's (1)
exploration of the perception of risk and burden associated
with the disorder and (ii) adjustment and adaptation to the
condition or their genetic risk by addressing needs for
psychological, social, and medical support.

"Genetic counselor" means a person licensed under this Act

to engage in the practice of genetic counseling.

"Genetic testing" and "genetic test" mean a test or

analysis of human genes, gene products, DNA, RNA, chromosomes,
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proteins, or metabolites that detects genotypes, mutations,
chromosomal changes, abnormalities, or deficiencies, including
carrier status, that (i) are 1linked to physical or mental
disorders or impairments, (ii) indicate a susceptibility to
illness, disease, 1impairment, or other disorders, whether
physical or mental, or (iii) demonstrate genetic or chromosomal
damage due to environmental factors. "Genetic testing" and
"genetic tests" do not include routine physical measurements;
chemical, blood and urine analyses that are widely accepted and
in use in clinical practice; tests for use of drugs; tests for
the presence of the human immunodeficiency virus; analyses of
proteins or metabolites that do not detect genotypes,
mutations, chromosomal changes, abnormalities, or
deficiencies; or analyses of proteins or metabolites that are
directly related to a manifested disease, disorder, or
pathological condition that could reasonably be detected by a
health care ©professional with appropriate training and
expertise in the field of medicine involved.

"Person" means an individual, association, partnership, or
corporation.

"Qualified supervisor" means any person who is a licensed
genetic counselor, as defined by rule, or a physician licensed
to practice medicine 1in all its branches. A qualified
supervisor may be provided at the applicant's place of work, or
may be contracted by the applicant to provide supervision. The

qualified supervisor shall file written documentation with the
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Department of employment, discharge, or supervisory control of
a genetic counselor at the time of employment, discharge, or
assumption of supervision of a genetic counselor.

"Referral” means a written or telecommunicated
authorization for genetic counseling services from a physician

licensed to practice medicine in all its branches, an advanced

ar

practice nurse whe—has—a—eceollaborative—agrecmen
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eegnaseter, or a physician assistant who has a supervision
agreement with a supervising ©physician that authorizes
referrals to a genetic counselor.

"Supervision" means review of aspects of genetic
counseling and case management in a bimonthly meeting with the
person under supervision.

Sec. 20. Restrictions and limitations.

(a) Beginning 12 months after the adoption of the final
administrative rules, except as provided in Section 15, no
person shall, without a wvalid license as a genetic counselor
issued by the Department (i) in any manner hold himself or
herself out to the public as a genetic counselor under this
Act; (ii) use in connection with his or her name or place of

business the title "genetic counselor", "licensed genetic
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counselor", "gene counselor", "genetic consultant", or
"genetic associate" or any words, letters, abbreviations, or
insignia indicating or implying a person has met the
qualifications for or has the license issued under this Act; or
(iii) offer to render or render to individuals, corporations,
or the public genetic counseling services if the words "genetic
counselor" or "licensed genetic counselor" are used to describe
the person offering to render or rendering them, or "genetic
counseling”™ 1s wused to describe the services rendered or
offered to be rendered.

(b) Beginning 12 months after the adoption of the final
administrative rules, no licensed genetic counselor may
provide genetic counseling to individuals, couples, groups, Or
families without a referral from a physician licensed to

practice medicine in all 1its branches, an advanced practice
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a physician assistant who has been delegated authority to make
referrals to genetic counselors. The physician, advanced
practice nurse, or physician assistant shall maintain
supervision of the patient and be provided timely written
reports on the services, including genetic testing results,
provided by the licensed genetic counselor. Genetic testing
shall be ordered by a physician licensed to practice medicine
in all its branches or a genetic counselor pursuant to a

referral that gives the specific authority to order genetic
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tests. Genetic test results and reports shall be provided to
the referring physician, advanced practice nurse, or physician
assistant. General seminars or talks to groups or organizations
on genetic counseling that do not include individual, couple,
or family specific counseling may be conducted without a
referral. In clinical settings, genetic counselors who serve as
a liaison between family members of a patient and a genetic
research project, may, with the consent of the patient, provide
information to family members for the purpose of gathering
additional information, as it relates to the patient, without a
referral. In non-clinical settings where no patient is being
treated, genetic counselors who serve as a liaison between a
genetic research project and participants in that genetic
research project may provide information to the participants,
without a referral.

(c) Beginning 12 months after the adoption of the final
administrative rules, no association or partnership shall
practice genetic counseling unless every member, partner, and
employee of the association or partnership who practices
genetic counseling or who renders genetic counseling services
holds a wvalid license issued under this Act. No license shall
be issued to a corporation, the stated purpose of which
includes or which practices or which holds 1itself out as
available to practice genetic counseling, wunless it 1is
organized under the Professional Service Corporation Act.

(d) Nothing in this Act shall be construed as permitting
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persons licensed as genetic counselors to engage in any manner
in the practice of medicine in all its branches as defined by
law in this State.

(e) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to authorize a
licensed genetic counselor to diagnose, test (unless
authorized 1in a referral), or treat any genetic or other
disease or condition.

(f) When, in the course of providing genetic counseling
services to any person, a genetic counselor licensed under this
Act finds any indication of a disease or condition that in his
or her professional judgment requires professional service
outside the scope of practice as defined in this Act, he or she
shall refer that person to a physician licensed to practice
medicine in all of its branches.

Sec. 95. Grounds for discipline.

(a) The Department may refuse to issue, renew, oOr may
revoke, suspend, place on probation, reprimand, or take other
disciplinary action as the Department deems appropriate,
including the issuance of fines not to exceed $1,000 for each
violation, with regard to any license for any one or more of
the following:

(1) Material misstatement in furnishing information to
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the Department or to any other State agency.

(2) Violations or negligent or intentional disregard
of this Act, or any of its rules.

(3) Conviction of any crime under the laws of the
United States or any state or territory thereof that is a
felony, a misdemeanor, an essential element of which is
dishonesty, or a crime that 1is directly related to the
practice of the profession.

(4) Making any misrepresentation for the purpose of
obtaining a license, or violating any provision of this Act
or its rules.

(5) Gross negligence 1in the rendering of genetic
counseling services.

(6) Failure to provide genetic testing results and any
requested information to a referring physician licensed to
practice medicine in all its branches, advanced practice
nurse, or physician assistant.

(7) Aiding or assisting another person in violating any
provision of this Act or any rules.

(8) Failing to provide information within 60 days in
response to a written request made by the Department.

(9) Engaging in dishonorable, unethical, or
unprofessional conduct of a character likely to deceive,
defraud, or harm the public and violating the rules of
professional conduct adopted by the Department.

(10) Failing to maintain the confidentiality of any
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information received from a client, unless otherwise
authorized or required by law.

(10.5) Failure to maintain client records of services
provided and provide copies to clients upon request.

(11) Exploiting a client for personal advantage,
profit, or interest.

(12) Habitual or excessive use or addiction to alcohol,
narcotics, stimulants, or any other chemical agent or drug
which results 1in inability to practice with reasonable
skill, judgment, or safety.

(13) Discipline by another jurisdiction, if at least
one of the grounds for the discipline is the same or
substantially equivalent to those set forth 1in this
Section.

(14) Directly or indirectly giving to or receiving from
any person, firm, corporation, partnership, or association
any fee, commission, rebate, or other form of compensation
for any professional service not actually rendered.
Nothing in this paragraph (14) affects any bona fide
independent contractor or employment arrangements among
health care professionals, health facilities, health care
providers, or other entities, except as otherwise
prohibited by law. Any employment arrangements may include
provisions for compensation, health insurance, pension, or
other employment benefits for the provision of services

within the scope of the licensee's practice under this Act.
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Nothing in this paragraph (14) shall be construed to
require an employment arrangement to receive professional
fees for services rendered.

(15) A finding by the Department that the licensee,
after having the license placed on probationary status has
violated the terms of probation.

(16) Failing to refer a client to other health care
professionals when the licensee is unable or unwilling to
adequately support or serve the client.

(17) Willfully filing false reports relating to a
licensee's practice, including but not limited to false
records filed with federal or State agencies or
departments.

(18) Willfully failing to ©report an instance of
suspected child abuse or neglect as required by the Abused
and Neglected Child Reporting Act.

(19) Being named as a perpetrator in an indicated
report by the Department of Children and Family Services
pursuant to the Abused and Neglected Child Reporting Act,
and upon proof by clear and convincing evidence that the
licensee has caused a child to be an abused child or
neglected child as defined in the Abused and Neglected
Child Reporting Act.

(20) Physical or mental disability, including
deterioration through the aging process or loss of

abilities and skills which results in the inability to
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practice the profession with reasonable judgment, skill,
or safety.

(21) Solicitation of professional services by using
false or misleading advertising.

(22) Failure to file a return, or to pay the tax,
penalty of interest shown in a filed return, or to pay any
final assessment of tax, penalty or interest, as required
by any tax Act administered by the Illinois Department of
Revenue or any successor agency or the Internal Revenue
Service or any successor agency.

(23) A finding that licensure has been applied for or
obtained by fraudulent means.

(24) Practicing or attempting to practice under a name
other than the full name as shown on the license or any
other legally authorized name.

(25) Gross overcharging for professional services,
including filing statements for collection of fees or
monies for which services are not rendered.

(26) Providing genetic counseling services to
individuals, <couples, groups, or families without a
referral from either a physician 1licensed to practice

medicine in all its branches, an advanced practice nurse
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assistant who has been delegated authority to make
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referrals to genetic counselors.

(b) The Department shall deny, without hearing, any
application or renewal for a license under this Act to any
person who has defaulted on an educational loan guaranteed by
the 1Illinois State Assistance Commission; however, the
Department may 1issue a license or renewal if the person in
default has established a satisfactory repayment record as
determined by the Illinois Student Assistance Commission.

(c) The determination by a court that a licensee is subject
to involuntary admission or Jjudicial admission as provided in
the Mental Health and Developmental Disabilities Code will
result in an automatic suspension of his or her license. The
suspension will end upon a finding by a court that the licensee
is no longer subject to involuntary admission or Jjudicial
admission, the issuance of an order so finding and discharging
the patient, and the determination of the Director that the
licensee be allowed to resume professional practice.

"Questionnaire" means an assessment tool administered by a
licensed health care professional to detect perinatal mental
health disorders, such as the Edinburgh Postnatal Depression
Scale, the Postpartum Depression Screening Scale, the Beck
Depression Inventory, the Patient Health Questionnaire, or
other validated assessment methods.

Sec. 6.2. Physicians to screen children.
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(a) Every physician licensed to practice medicine in all
its branches or health care provider shall screen children 6
months through 6 vyears of age for lead poisoning who are
determined to reside in an area defined as high risk by the
Department. Children residing in areas defined as low risk by
the Department shall be assessed for risk by a risk assessment
procedure developed by the Department. Children shall be
screened, 1n accordance with guidelines and criteria set forth
by the American Academy of Pediatrics, at the priority
intervals and using the methods specified in the guidelines.

(b) Each licensed, registered, or approved health care
facility serving children from 6 months through 6 years of age,
including but not limited to, health departments, hospitals,
clinics, and health maintenance organizations approved,
registered, or licensed Dby the Department, shall take the
appropriate steps to ensure that the patients receive lead
poisoning screening, where medically indicated or appropriate.

(c) Children 6 years and older may also be screened by
physicians or health care providers, 1in accordance with
guidelines and criteria set forth by the American Academy of
Pediatrics, according to the priority intervals specified in
the guidelines. Physicians and health care providers shall also
screen children for lead poisoning 1in conjunction with the
school health examination, as required under the School Code,

when, in the medical judgment 3JFwdgement of the physician,

advanced practice nurse whe—has—a—writtenr—ecollaborative
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physician assistant who has been delegated to perform health
examinations by the supervising physician, the <child is
potentially at high risk of lead poisoning.

(d) Nothing in this Section shall be construed to require
any child to undergo a lead blood level screening or test whose
parent or guardian objects on the grounds that the screening or
test conflicts with his or her religious beliefs.

Section 80. The Sexual Assault Survivors Emergency
Treatment Act is amended by changing Sections 2.2, 5, and 5.5

as follows:

(410 ILCS 70/2.2)
Sec. 2.2. Emergency contraception.
(a) The General Assembly finds:

(1) Crimes of sexual assault and sexual abuse cause
significant physical, emotional, and psychological trauma
to the victims. This trauma is compounded by a victim's
fear of becoming pregnant and bearing a child as a result
of the sexual assault.

(2) Each year over 32,000 women become pregnant in the
United States as the result of rape and approximately 50%

of these pregnancies end in abortion.
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(3) As approved for use by the Federal Food and Drug
Administration (FDA), emergency contraception can
significantly reduce the risk of pregnancy if taken within
72 hours after the sexual assault.

(4) By providing emergency contraception to rape
victims in a timely manner, the trauma of rape can be
significantly reduced.

(b) Within 120 days after the effective date of this
amendatory Act of the 92nd General Assembly, every hospital
providing services to sexual assault survivors in accordance
with a plan approved under Section 2 must develop a protocol
that ensures that each survivor of sexual assault will receive
medically and factually accurate and written and oral
information about emergency contraception; the indications and
counter-indications and risks associated with the wuse of
emergency contraception; and a description of how and when
victims may be provided emergency contraception upon the

written order of a physician licensed to practice medicine in

all its branches, an advanced practice nurse whe—has—a—written

physician assistant who has been delegated authority to
prescribe emergency contraception. The Department shall
approve the protocol if it finds that the implementation of the
protocol would provide sufficient protection for survivors of

sexual assault.
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The hospital shall implement the protocol upon approval by
the Department. The Department shall adopt rules and
regulations establishing one or more safe harbor protocols and
setting minimum acceptable protocol standards that hospitals
may develop and implement. The Department shall approve any
protocol that meets those standards. The Department may provide
a sample acceptable protocol upon request.

hospital emergency services and forensic services, the
following:

(1) appropriate medical examinations and laboratory

tests required to ensure the health, safety, and welfare of

sexual assault, or both; and records of the results of such
examinations and tests shall be maintained by the hospital
and made available to law enforcement officials upon the
request of the sexual assault survivor;

(2) appropriate oral and written information
concerning the possibility of infection, sexually
transmitted disease and pregnancy resulting from sexual
assault;

(3) appropriate oral and written information
concerning accepted medical procedures, medication, and
possible contraindications of such medication available
for the prevention or treatment of infection or disease
resulting from sexual assault;

(4) an amount of medication for treatment at the
hospital and after discharge as is deemed appropriate by
the attending physician, an advanced practice nurse, or a
physician assistant and consistent with the hospital's
current approved protocol for sexual assault survivors;

(5) an evaluation of the sexual assault survivor's risk
of contracting human immunodeficiency virus (HIV) from the
sexual assault;

(6) written and oral instructions indicating the need
for follow-up examinations and laboratory tests after the
sexual assault to determine the presence or absence of

sexually transmitted disease;
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(7) referral by hospital personnel for appropriate
counseling; and

(8) when HIV prophylaxis is deemed appropriate, an
initial dose or doses of HIV prophylaxis, along with
written and oral instructions indicating the importance of
timely follow-up healthcare.

(b) Any person who is a sexual assault survivor who seeks
emergency hospital services and forensic services or follow-up
healthcare under this Act shall be provided such services
without the consent of any parent, guardian, custodian,
surrogate, or agent.

(c) Nothing in this Section creates a physician-patient
relationship that extends beyond discharge from the hospital
emergency department.

Nothing in this Act shall prohibit a health
care provider from combining a form used to obtain informed
consent for HIV testing with forms used to obtain written
consent for general medical care or any other medical test or
procedure provided that the forms make it clear that the
subject may consent to general medical care, tests, or medical

(c) The Secretary may issue a parking decal or device to a
person with disabilities as defined by Section 1-159.1 without
regard to qualification of such person with disabilities for a
driver's license or registration of a vehicle by such person
with disabilities or such person's immediate family, provided
such person with disabilities making such a request has been
issued an Illinois Person with a Disability Identification Card
indicating that the person named thereon has a Class 1A or
Class 2A disability, or alternatively, submits a statement
certified by a licensed physician, or by a physician assistant
or an advanced practice nurse as provided in subsection (a), to
the effect that such person is a person with disabilities as
defined by Section 1-159.1. An optometrist may certify a Class
2A Visual Disability as defined in Section 4A of the Illinois

Identification Card Act for the purpose of qualifying a person
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with disabilities for a parking decal or device under this
subsection.

(d) The Secretary shall prescribe by rules and regulations
procedures to certify or re-certify as necessary the
eligibility of persons whose disabilities are other than
permanent for special plates or parking decals or devices
issued under subsections (a), (b) and (c).

Applicants
shall obtain the proper application required by the Secretary
of State from their prospective or current employer and submit
the completed application to the prospective or current
employer along with the necessary fingerprint submission as
required by the Department of State Police to conduct
fingerprint based criminal background checks on current and
future information available in the state system and current
information available through the Federal Bureau of
Investigation's system. Applicants who have completed the
fingerprinting requirements shall not Dbe subjected to the
fingerprinting process when applying for subsequent permits or
submitting proof of successful completion of the annual
refresher course. Individuals who on the effective date of this
Act possess a valid school bus driver permit that has been
previously issued by the appropriate Regional School
Superintendent are not subject to the fingerprinting
provisions of this Section as long as the permit remains valid
and does not lapse. The applicant shall be required to pay all
related application and fingerprinting fees as established by
rule including, but not limited to, the amounts established by
the Department of State Police and the Federal Bureau of

Investigation to process fingerprint based criminal background
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investigations. All fees paid for fingerprint processing
services under this Section shall be deposited into the State
Police Services Fund for the cost incurred in processing the
fingerprint based criminal background investigations. All
other fees paid under this Section shall be deposited into the
Road Fund for the purpose of defraying the costs of the
Secretary of State in administering this Section. All
applicants must:

1. be 21 years of age or older;

2. possess a valid and properly classified driver's
license issued by the Secretary of State;

3. possess a valid driver's license, which has not been
revoked, suspended, or canceled for 3 years immediately
prior to the date of application, or have not had his or
her commercial motor vehicle driving privileges
disqualified within the 3 years immediately prior to the
date of application;

(c) A school bus driver permit shall contain the holder's
driver's license number, legal name, residence address, zip
code, and date of birth, a brief description of the holder and
a space for signature. The Secretary of State may require a

suitable photograph of the holder.
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(d) The employer shall be responsible for conducting a
pre-employment interview with prospective school bus driver
candidates, distributing school bus driver applications and
medical forms to be completed by the applicant, and submitting
the applicant's fingerprint cards to the Department of State
Police that are required for the <c¢riminal Dbackground
investigations. The employer shall certify in writing to the
Secretary of State that all pre-employment conditions have been
successfully completed including the successful completion of
an Illinois specific criminal background investigation through
the Department of State Police and the submission of necessary
fingerprints to the Federal Bureau of Investigation for
criminal history information available through the Federal
Bureau of Investigation system. The applicant shall present the
certification to the Secretary of State at the time of
submitting the school bus driver permit application.

(e) Permits shall initially be provisional upon receiving
certification from the employer that all pre-employment
conditions have Dbeen successfully completed, and upon
successful completion of all training and examination
requirements for the classification of the wvehicle to be
operated, the Secretary of State shall provisionally issue a
School Bus Driver Permit. The permit shall remain in a
provisional status pending the completion of the Federal Bureau
of Investigation's criminal background investigation Dbased

upon fingerprinting specimens submitted to the Federal Bureau
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of Investigation by the Department of State Police. The Federal
Bureau of Investigation shall report the findings directly to
the Secretary of State. The Secretary of State shall remove the
bus driver permit from provisional status upon the applicant's
successful completion of the Federal Bureau of Investigation's
criminal background investigation.

(f) A school bus driver permit holder shall notify the
employer and the Secretary of State if he or she is issued an
order of court supervision for or convicted in another state of
an offense that would make him or her ineligible for a permit
under subsection (a) of this Section. The written notification
shall be made within 5 days of the entry of the order of court
supervision or conviction. Failure of the permit holder to
provide the notification is punishable as a petty offense for a
first wviolation and a Class B misdemeanor for a second or
subsequent violation.

(g) Cancellation; suspension; notice and procedure.

(1) The Secretary of State shall cancel a school bus
driver permit of an applicant whose criminal background
investigation discloses that he or she is not in compliance
with the provisions of subsection (a) of this Section.

(2) The Secretary of State shall cancel a school bus
driver permit when he or she receives notice that the
permit holder fails to comply with any provision of this
Section or any rule promulgated for the administration of

this Section.
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(3) The Secretary of State shall cancel a school bus
driver permit if the permit holder's restricted commercial
or commercial driving privileges are withdrawn or
otherwise invalidated.

(4) The Secretary of State may not issue a school bus
driver permit for a period of 3 years to an applicant who
fails to obtain a negative result on a drug test as
required in item 6 of subsection (a) of this Section or
under federal law.

(5) The Secretary of State shall forthwith suspend a
school bus driver permit for a period of 3 years upon
receiving notice that the holder has failed to obtain a
negative result on a drug test as required in item 6 of
subsection (a) of this Section or under federal law.

(6) The Secretary of State shall suspend a school bus
driver permit for a period of 3 years upon receiving notice
from the employer that the holder failed to perform the
inspection procedure set forth in subsection (a) or (b) of
Section 12-816 of this Code.

(7) The Secretary of State shall suspend a school bus
driver permit for a period of 3 years upon receiving notice
from the employer that the holder refused to submit to an
alcohol or drug test as required by Section 6-106.1lc or has
submitted to a test required by that Section which
disclosed an alcohol concentration of more than 0.00 or

disclosed a positive result on a National Institute on Drug
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Abuse five-drug panel, utilizing federal standards set

forth in 49 CFR 40.87.

The Secretary of State shall notify the State
Superintendent of Education and the permit holder's
prospective or current employer that the applicant has (1) has
failed a criminal background investigation or (2) is no longer
eligible for a school bus driver permit; and of the related
cancellation of the applicant's provisional school bus driver
permit. The cancellation shall remain in effect pending the
outcome of a hearing pursuant to Section 2-118 of this Code.
The scope of the hearing shall be limited to the issuance
criteria contained in subsection (a) of this Section. A
petition requesting a hearing shall be submitted to the
Secretary of State and shall contain the reason the individual
feels he or she is entitled to a school bus driver permit. The
permit holder's employer shall notify in writing to the
Secretary of State that the employer has certified the removal
of the offending school bus driver from service prior to the
start of that school bus driver's next workshift. An employing
school board that fails to remove the offending school bus
driver from service is subject to the penalties defined in
Section 3-14.23 of the School Code. A school bus contractor who
violates a provision of this Section 1is subject to the
penalties defined in Section 6-106.11.

All wvalid school bus driver permits issued under this

Section prior to January 1, 1995, shall remain effective until
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their expiration date unless otherwise invalidated.

(h) When a school bus driver permit holder who is a service
member is called to active duty, the employer of the permit
holder shall notify the Secretary of State, within 30 days of
notification from the permit holder, that the permit holder has
been called to active duty. Upon notification pursuant to this
subsection, (i) the Secretary of State shall characterize the
permit as inactive until a permit holder renews the permit as
provided in subsection (i) of this Section, and (ii) 1if a
permit holder fails to comply with the requirements of this
Section while called to active duty, the Secretary of State
shall not characterize the permit as invalid.

(1) A school bus driver permit holder who 1is a service
member returning from active duty must, within 90 days, renew a
permit characterized as inactive pursuant to subsection (h) of
this Section by complying with the renewal requirements of
subsection (b) of this Section.

(j) For purposes of subsections (h) and (i) of this
Section:

"Active duty" means active duty pursuant to an executive
order of the President of the United States, an act of the
Congress of the United States, or an order of the Governor.

"Service member" means a member of the Armed Services or
reserve forces of the United States or a member of the Illinois
National Guard.

Sec. 102. Definitions. As used in this Act, unless the
context otherwise requires:

(a) "Addict" means any person who habitually uses any drug,
chemical, substance or dangerous drug other than alcohol so as
to endanger the public morals, health, safety or welfare or who
is so far addicted to the use of a dangerous drug or controlled
substance other than alcohol as to have lost the power of self
control with reference to his or her addiction.

(b) "Administer" means the direct application of a
controlled substance, whether Dby injection, inhalation,
ingestion, or any other means, to the body of a patient,
research subject, or animal (as defined by the Humane
Futhanasia in Animal Shelters Act) by:

(1) a practitioner (or, in his or her presence, by his

or her authorized agent),
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(2) the patient or research subject pursuant to an
order, or
(3) a euthanasia technician as defined by the Humane

FEuthanasia in Animal Shelters Act.

(c) "Agent" means an authorized person who acts on behalf
of or at the direction of a manufacturer, distributor,
dispenser, prescriber, or practitioner. It does not include a
common or contract carrier, public warehouseman or employee of
the carrier or warehouseman.

(c-1) "Anabolic Steroids" means any drug or hormonal
substance, chemically and pharmacologically related to
testosterone (other than estrogens, progestins,
corticosteroids, and dehydroepiandrosterone), and includes:

Any person who is otherwise lawfully in possession of an
anabolic steroid, or who otherwise lawfully manufactures,
distributes, dispenses, delivers, or possesses with intent to
deliver an anabolic steroid, which anabolic steroid 1is
expressly intended for and lawfully allowed to be administered
through implants to livestock or other nonhuman species, and
which is approved by the Secretary of Health and Human Services
for such administration, and which the person intends to
administer or have administered through such implants, shall
not be considered to be in unauthorized possession or to
unlawfully manufacture, distribute, dispense, deliver, or
possess with intent to deliver such anabolic steroid for
purposes of this Act.

(d) "Administration" means the Drug Enforcement
Administration, United States Department of Justice, or its
successor agency.

(d-5) "Clinical Director, Prescription Monitoring Program"
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means a Department of Human Services administrative employee
licensed to either prescribe or dispense controlled substances
who shall run the clinical aspects of the Department of Human
Services Prescription Monitoring Program and its Prescription
Information Library.

(d=10) "Compounding" means the preparation and mixing of
components, excluding flavorings, (1) as the result of a
prescriber's prescription drug order or initiative based on the
prescriber-patient-pharmacist relationship in the course of
professional practice or (2) for the purpose of, or incident
to, research, teaching, or chemical analysis and not for sale
or dispensing. "Compounding”" includes the preparation of drugs
or devices 1n anticipation of receiving prescription drug
orders based on routine, regularly observed dispensing
patterns. Commercially available products may be compounded
for dispensing to individual patients only if both of the
following conditions are met: (i) the commercial product is not
reasonably available from normal distribution channels in a
timely manner to meet the patient's needs and (ii) the
prescribing practitioner has requested that the drug be
compounded.

(e) "Control" means to add a drug or other substance, or
immediate precursor, to a Schedule whether by transfer from
another Schedule or otherwise.

(f) "Controlled Substance" means (i) a drug, substance, or

immediate precursor in the Schedules of Article II of this Act
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or (ii) a drug or other substance, or immediate precursor,
designated as a controlled substance by the Department through
administrative rule. The term does not include distilled
spirits, wine, malt beverages, or tobacco, as those terms are
defined or used in the Liquor Control Act and the Tobacco
Products Tax Act.

(f-5) "Controlled substance analog" means a substance:

(1) the chemical structure of which is substantially
similar to the chemical structure of a controlled substance
in Schedule I or II;

(2) which has a stimulant, depressant, or
hallucinogenic effect on the central nervous system that is
substantially similar to or greater than the stimulant,
depressant, or hallucinogenic effect on the central
nervous system of a controlled substance in Schedule I or
II; or

(3) with respect to a particular person, which such
person represents or intends to have a stimulant,
depressant, or hallucinogenic effect on the central
nervous system that is substantially similar to or greater
than the stimulant, depressant, or hallucinogenic effect
on the central nervous system of a controlled substance in
Schedule I or ITI.

(g) "Counterfeit substance" means a controlled substance,
which, or the container or 1labeling of which, without

authorization Dbears the trademark, trade name, or other
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identifying mark, imprint, number or device, or any likeness
thereof, of a manufacturer, distributor, or dispenser other
than the person who in fact manufactured, distributed, or
dispensed the substance.

(h) "Deliver" or "delivery" means the actual, constructive
or attempted transfer of possession of a controlled substance,
with or without consideration, whether or not there 1s an
agency relationship.

(1) "Department" means the Illinois Department of Human
Services (as successor to the Department of Alcoholism and
Substance Abuse) or its successor agency.

(3) (Blank).

(k) "Department of Corrections" means the Department of
Corrections of the State of Illinois or its successor agency.

(1) "Department of Financial and Professional Regulation"
means the Department of Financial and Professional Regulation
of the State of Illinois or its successor agency.

(m) "Depressant" means any drug that (i) causes an overall
depression of central nervous system functions, (ii) causes
impaired consciousness and awareness, and (iii) can be
habit-forming or lead to a substance abuse problem, including
but not limited to alcohol, cannabis and its active principles
and their analogs, benzodiazepines and their analogs,
barbiturates and their analogs, opioids (natural and
synthetic) and their analogs, and chloral hydrate and similar

sedative hypnotics.
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(n) (Blank).

(o) "Director" means the Director of the Illinois State
Police or his or her designated agents.

(p) "Dispense" means to deliver a controlled substance to
an ultimate user or research subject by or pursuant to the
lawful order of a prescriber, including the prescribing,
administering, packaging, labeling, or compounding necessary
to prepare the substance for that delivery.

(q) "Dispenser" means a practitioner who dispenses.

(r) "Distribute" means to deliver, other than Dby
administering or dispensing, a controlled substance.

(s) "Distributor" means a person who distributes.

(t) "Drug" means (1) substances recognized as drugs in the
official United States Pharmacopoeia, Official Homeopathic
Pharmacopoeia of the United States, or official National
Formulary, or any supplement to any of them; (2) substances
intended for use in diagnosis, cure, mitigation, treatment, or
prevention of disease in man or animals; (3) substances (other
than food) intended to affect the structure of any function of
the body of man or animals and (4) substances intended for use
as a component of any article specified in clause (1), (2), or
(3) of this subsection. It does not include devices or their
components, parts, or accessories.

(t-5) "Euthanasia agency" means an entity certified by the
Department of Financial and Professional Regulation for the

purpose of animal euthanasia that holds an animal control
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facility license or animal shelter license under the Animal
Welfare Act. A euthanasia agency is authorized to purchase,
store, ©possess, and utilize Schedule II nonnarcotic and
Schedule III nonnarcotic drugs for the sole purpose of animal
euthanasia.

(t-10) "Euthanasia drugs" means Schedule II or Schedule III
substances (nonnarcotic controlled substances) that are used
by a euthanasia agency for the purpose of animal euthanasia.

(u) "Good faith" means the prescribing or dispensing of a
controlled substance by a practitioner in the regular course of
professional treatment to or for any person who is under his or
her treatment for a pathology or condition other than that
individual's physical or psychological dependence wupon or
addiction to a controlled substance, except as provided herein:
and application of the term to a pharmacist shall mean the
dispensing of a controlled substance pursuant to the
prescriber's order which in the professional judgment of the
pharmacist 1is lawful. The pharmacist shall be guided by
accepted professional standards including, but not limited to
the following, in making the judgment:

(1) lack of consistency of prescriber-patient
relationship,

(2) frequency of prescriptions for same drug by one
prescriber for large numbers of patients,

(3) quantities beyond those normally prescribed,

(4) unusual dosages (recognizing that there may be
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clinical circumstances where more or less than the usual

dose may be used legitimately),

(5) unusual geographic distances between patient,
pharmacist and prescriber,

(6) consistent prescribing of habit-forming drugs.
(u-0.5) "Hallucinogen" means a drug that causes markedly

altered sensory perception leading to hallucinations of any
type.

(u-1) "Home infusion services" means services provided by a
pharmacy in compounding solutions for direct administration to
a patient in a private residence, long-term care facility, or
hospice setting by means of parenteral, intravenous,
intramuscular, subcutaneous, or intraspinal infusion.

(u-5) "Illinois State Police" means the State Police of the
State of Illinois, or its successor agency.

(v) "Immediate precursor" means a substance:

(1) which the Department has found to be and by rule
designated as being a principal compound used, or produced
primarily for wuse, in the manufacture of a controlled
substance;

(2) which is an immediate chemical intermediary used or
likely to be used in the manufacture of such controlled
substance; and

(3) the control of which is necessary to prevent,
curtail or 1limit the manufacture of such controlled

substance.
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(w) "Instructional activities" means the acts of teaching,
educating or instructing by practitioners using controlled
substances within educational facilities approved by the State
Board of Education or its successor agency.

(x) "Local authorities" means a duly organized State,
County or Municipal peace unit or police force.

(y) "Look-alike substance" means a substance, other than a
controlled substance which (1) by overall dosage unit
appearance, 1including shape, color, size, markings or lack
thereof, taste, consistency, or any other identifying physical
characteristic of the substance, would lead a reasonable person
to believe that the substance is a controlled substance, or (2)
is expressly or 1impliedly represented to be a controlled
substance or is distributed under circumstances which would
lead a reasonable person to believe that the substance is a
controlled substance. For the purpose of determining whether
the representations made or the <circumstances of the
distribution would lead a reasonable person to believe the
substance to be a controlled substance under this clause (2) of
subsection (y), the court or other authority may consider the
following factors in addition to any other factor that may be
relevant:

(a) statements made by the owner or person in control
of the substance concerning its nature, use or effect;
(b) statements made to the buyer or recipient that the

substance may be resold for profit;
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(c) whether the substance is packaged in a manner
normally used for the illegal distribution of controlled
substances;

(d) whether the distribution or attempted distribution
included an exchange of or demand for money or other
property as consideration, and whether the amount of the
consideration was substantially greater than the
reasonable retail market value of the substance.

Clause (1) of this subsection (y) shall not apply to a
noncontrolled substance in its finished dosage form that was
initially introduced into commerce prior to the initial
introduction into commerce of a controlled substance in its
finished dosage form which it may substantially resemble.

Nothing in this subsection (y) prohibits the dispensing or
distributing of noncontrolled substances by persons authorized
to dispense and distribute controlled substances under this
Act, provided that such action would be deemed to be carried
out 1in good faith under subsection (u) 1if the substances
involved were controlled substances.

Nothing in this subsection (y) or in this Act prohibits the
manufacture, preparation, propagation, compounding,
processing, packaging, advertising or distribution of a drug or
drugs by any person registered pursuant to Section 510 of the
Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act (21 U.S.C. 360).

(y=1) "Mail-order pharmacy" means a pharmacy that is

located 1in a state of the United States that delivers,
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dispenses or distributes, through the United States Postal
Service or other common carrier, to Illinois residents, any
substance which requires a prescription.

(z) "Manufacture"™ means the production, ©preparation,
propagation, compounding, conversion or processing of a
controlled substance other than methamphetamine, either
directly or indirectly, by extraction from substances of
natural origin, or 1independently by means of chemical
synthesis, or by a combination of extraction and chemical
synthesis, and includes any packaging or repackaging of the
substance or labeling of its container, except that this term
does not include:

(1) by an ultimate user, the preparation or compounding
of a controlled substance for his or her own use; or

(2) by a practitioner, or his or her authorized agent
under his or her supervision, the preparation,
compounding, packaging, or labeling of a controlled
substance:

(a) as an incident to his or her administering or
dispensing of a controlled substance in the course of
his or her professional practice; or

(b) as an incident to lawful research, teaching or
chemical analysis and not for sale.

(z=5) "Medication shopping" means the conduct prohibited

under subsection (a) of Section 314.5 of this Act.
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(z-=10) "Mid-level practitioner"™ means (i) a physician
assistant who has been delegated authority to prescribe through
a written delegation of authority by a physician licensed to
practice medicine in all of its branches, in accordance with
Section 7.5 of the Physician Assistant Practice Act of 1987,
(ii) an advanced practice nurse who has been delegated
authority to prescribe through a written delegation of
authority by a physician licensed to practice medicine in all
of its branches or by a podiatrist, in accordance with Section
65-40 of the Nurse Practice Act, or (iii) an animal euthanasia
agency.

(aa) "Narcotic drug" means any of the following, whether
produced directly or indirectly by extraction from substances
of vegetable origin, or independently by means of chemical
synthesis, or by a combination of extraction and chemical
synthesis:

Board of the State of Illinois or its successor agency.
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(g9) "Person" means any individual, corporation,
mail-order pharmacy, government or governmental subdivision or
agency, business trust, estate, trust, partnership or
association, or any other entity.

(hh) "Pharmacist" means any person who holds a license or
certificate of registration as a registered pharmacist, a local
registered pharmacist or a registered assistant pharmacist
under the Pharmacy Practice Act.

(1i) "Pharmacy" means any store, ship or other place in
which pharmacy is authorized to be practiced under the Pharmacy
Practice Act.

(1ii-5) "Pharmacy shopping" means the conduct prohibited
under subsection (b) of Section 314.5 of this Act.

(1i-10) "Physician" (except when the context otherwise
requires) means a person licensed to practice medicine in all
of its branches.

(73) "Poppy straw" means all parts, except the seeds, of
the opium poppy, after mowing.

(kk) "Practitioner" means a physician licensed to practice
medicine in all its branches, dentist, optometrist,
podiatrist, veterinarian, scientific investigator, pharmacist,
physician assistant, advanced practice nurse, licensed
practical nurse, registered nurse, hospital, laboratory, or
pharmacy, or other person licensed, registered, or otherwise
lawfully permitted by the United States or this State to

distribute, dispense, conduct research with respect to,
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administer or wuse 1in teaching or chemical analysis, a
controlled substance in the course of professional practice or
research.

(11) "Pre-printed prescription" means a written
prescription upon which the designated drug has been indicated
prior to the time of issuance; the term does not mean a written
prescription that 1is individually generated by machine or
computer in the prescriber's office.

(mm) "Prescriber" means a physician licensed to practice
medicine in all its branches, dentist, optometrist, podiatrist
or veterinarian who issues a prescription, a physician
assistant who issues a prescription for a controlled substance
in accordance with Section 303.05, a written delegation, and a
written supervision agreement required under Section 7.5 of the
Physician Assistant Practice Act of 1987, or an advanced
practice nurse with prescriptive authority e&etegated under

Section 65-40 of the Nurse Practice Act and in accordance with

(qgq) "Registry number" means the number assigned to each
person authorized to handle controlled substances under the
laws of the United States and of this State.

(gg—-5) "Secretary" means, as the context requires, either

Sec. 303.05. Mid-level practitioner registration.
(a) The Department of Financial and Professional

Regulation shall register licensed physician assistants and
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licensed advanced practice nurses to prescribe and dispense
controlled substances under Section 303 and animal euthanasia
agencies to purchase, store, or administer animal euthanasia
drugs under the following circumstances:
(1) with respect to physician assistants,
(A) the physician assistant has been delegated
written authority to prescribe any Schedule III
through V controlled substances by a physician
licensed to practice medicine in all its branches in
accordance with Section 7.5 of the Physician Assistant
Practice Act of 1987; and the physician assistant has
completed the appropriate application forms and has
paid the required fees as set by rule; or
(B) the physician assistant has been delegated
authority by a supervising physician licensed to
practice medicine in all its branches to prescribe or
dispense Schedule II controlled substances through a
written delegation of authority and under the
following conditions:

(1) Specific Schedule II controlled substances
by oral dosage or topical or transdermal
application may be delegated, provided that the
delegated Schedule II controlled substances are
routinely prescribed by the supervising physician.
This delegation must identify the specific

Schedule II controlled substances by either brand
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name or generic name. Schedule II controlled
substances to be delivered by injection or other
route of administration may not be delegated;

(ii) any delegation must be of controlled
substances prescribed by the supervising
physician;

(iii) all prescriptions must be limited to no
more than a 30-day supply, with any continuation
authorized only after prior approval of the
supervising physician;

(iv) the physician assistant must discuss the
condition of any patients for whom a controlled
substance is prescribed monthly with the
delegating physician;

(v) the physician assistant must have
completed the appropriate application forms and
paid the required fees as set by rule;

(vi) the physician assistant must provide
evidence of satisfactory completion of 45 contact
hours in pharmacology from any physician assistant
program accredited by the Accreditation Review
Commission on Education for the Physician
Assistant (ARC-PA), or its predecessor agency, for
any new license issued with Schedule II authority
after the effective date of this amendatory Act of

the 97th General Assembly; and
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(vii) the physician assistant must annually
complete at least 5 hours of continuing education
in pharmacology.

(2) with respect to advanced practice nurses,

(A) the advanced practice nurse has been delegated
authority to prescribe any Schedule II ++F through V
controlled substances by a collaborating physician
licensed to practice medicine in all its branches or a
collaborating podiatrist in accordance with Section
65-40 of the Nurse Practice Act. The advanced practice
nurse has completed the appropriate application forms
and has paid the required fees as set by rule; or

(B) the advanced practice nurse has been delegated
authority by a collaborating physician licensed to
practice medicine in all its branches or collaborating
podiatrist to prescribe or dispense Schedule 1II
controlled substances through a written delegation of
authority and under the following conditions:

(i) specific Schedule II controlled substances
by oral dosage or topical or transdermal
application may be delegated, provided that the
delegated Schedule II controlled substances are
routinely prescribed by the collaborating
physician or podiatrist. This delegation must
identify the specific Schedule II controlled

substances by either brand name or generic name.
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Schedule II controlled substances to be delivered
by injection or other route of administration may
not be delegated;

(ii) any delegation must be of controlled
substances prescribed by the collaborating
physician or podiatrist;

(iii) all prescriptions must be limited to no
more than a 30-day supply, with any continuation
authorized only after prior approval of the
collaborating physician or podiatrist;

(iv) the advanced practice nurse must discuss
the condition of any patients for whom a controlled
substance is prescribed monthly with the
delegating physician or podiatrist or in the
course of review as required by Section 65-40 of
the Nurse Practice Act;

(v) the advanced practice nurse must have
completed the appropriate application forms and
paid the required fees as set by rule;

(vi) the advanced practice nurse must provide
evidence of satisfactory completion of at least 45
graduate contact hours in pharmacology for any new
license issued with Schedule II authority after
the effective date of this amendatory Act of the
97th General Assembly; and

(vii) the advanced practice nurse must
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annually complete 5 hours of continuing education
in pharmacology; or
(3) with respect to animal euthanasia agencies, the
euthanasia agency has obtained a license from the
Department of Financial and Professional Regulation and
obtained a registration number from the Department.

(b) The physician assistant mid—devel—practitioner shall

only be licensed to prescribe those schedules of controlled

substances for which a licensed physician or licensed
podiatrist has delegated prescriptive authority, except that
an animal euthanasia agency does not have any prescriptive
authority. A physician assistant and an advanced practice nurse
are prohibited from prescribing medications and controlled
substances not set forth in the required written delegation of
authority.

(c) Upon completion of all registration requirements,
physician assistants, advanced practice nurses, and animal
euthanasia agencies may be issued a mid-level practitioner
controlled substances license for Illinois.

(d) A collaborating physician or podiatrist may, but is not
required to, delegate prescriptive authority to an advanced
practice nurse as part of a written collaborative agreement,
and the delegation of prescriptive authority shall conform to
the requirements of Section 65-40 of the Nurse Practice Act.

(e) A supervising physician may, but is not required to,

delegate prescriptive authority to a physician assistant as
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part of a written supervision agreement, and the delegation of
prescriptive authority shall conform to the requirements of
Section 7.5 of the Physician Assistant Practice Act of 1987.

(f) Nothing in this Section shall be construed to prohibit
generic substitution.
