President, Director, and Co-Founder of the Fullersburg Woods
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Area Association, and Executive Board Member of the Education

Advisory Committee for the Catholic Diocese of Joliet; and

WHEREAS, Margaret Coffin had many passions during her life;

she was a private plane pilot, including aerobatic flying, and

she was often involved in political campaigns and initiatives;
