extensive travels took him to Germany, Austria, Hungary, Italy,

and Hawaii and he took cruises to the Caribbean, Panama, and
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Alaska; he spent many winter seasons in sunny Florida; and

WHEREAS, Wendel Dschida, Jr. was a parishioner of St. John
the Baptist Catholic Church in Johnsburg and a member of the

American Aid Society; and

WHEREAS, Wendel Dschida, Jr. was preceded in death by his

parents, and by his wife, Anna; and
