SYNOPSIS AS INTRODUCED:

Appropriates and reappropriates specified amounts from
the General Revenue Fund and various other State Funds to the
Department on Aging, Department of Human Services, Department
of Healthcare and Family Services, Department of Public
Health, Department of Veterans' Affairs, and various other
agencies for various purposes. Makes supplemental funding
appropriations to the Department of Veterans' Affairs.
Effective immediately, but if and only if Senate Bill 2717 of
the 99th General Assembly becomes law.
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AN ACT concerning appropriations.
