WHEREAS, The Girl Scouts participate in activities ranging

from science and technology to business and economic literacy

to outdoor and environmental awareness; and

WHEREAS, The Girl Scouts help girls to foster their

leadership potential through activities that allow them to

discover their values, skills, and the world around them, as

well as to engage with others in a multicultural environment;

and

WHEREAS, There are almost 3 million Girl Scouts across the

nation and approximately 54,000 youth Girl Scouts in the State

of Illinois, along with tens of thousands of adult volunteers

participating in activities to improve their local

communities, the State, and the world; and

WHEREAS, The Girl Scouts annually develop a legislative

agenda which engages both the federal and State levels of

government to promote leadership opportunities for girls by
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increasing girls' involvement in science, technology,

engineering, and math (STEM), strengthening financial literacy

and entrepreneurial skills, and promoting safe and healthy

living by reducing bullying and relational aggression; and

WHEREAS, Girl Scout Day at the Illinois Capitol is a day

that encourages Girl Scouts across Illinois to discover girl
