Special Olympics Illinois offering training and competition in

22 sports; athletes learn fundamentals, rules, and strategies

from their coaches during a training period prior to

competition; competitions are held at the area, regional, and

State levels; Special Olympics Chicago also provides motor

activities training programs for persons with severe and

profound disabilities; and

WHEREAS, Special Olympics is the world's largest program
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for sports training and athletic competition for children and

adults with intellectual disabilities, inspiring greatness in

more than one million athletes in 150 nations worldwide;
