WHEREAS, Lt. Gliniewicz served with Explorer Post 300 since
1987, where his passion inspired many young people onto
successful futures; serving alongside his wife and others, Post

300 experienced great success at Explorer competitions
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throughout the country, known for their exceptional

WHEREAS, Lt. Gliniewicz was the 1loving and dedicated
husband of his wife, Melodie, since 1989; the two, who
complemented and completed each other, always made time for
their weekly date night despite the rigors of raising their

sons; and

WHEREAS, Lt. Gliniewicz was the father of 4 sons, Joseph,
Donald, Jeffrey, and David; 2 of them followed their father
into public service careers and all made their father proud as

he reveled in his most important life role as their father; and

WHEREAS, Lt. Gliniewicz always sought to improve his life
and others through education, which led him to complete his
Bachelor of Science in Criminal Justice in 2006 to better serve
his community as a police officer and the Explorers as a

leader; and

WHEREAS, On the morning of September 1, 2015, Lt.
Gliniewicz responded to a suspicious situation involving 3
suspects and lost his life in the course of performing his

duties; therefore, be it
