WHEREAS, Zealy Holmes served as a first lieutenant with the

89th Infantry Division in the European Theater during World War

II; he was decorated with a Purple Heart and a Silver Star for

his service; despite his distinguished service in the war, the

veteran dreamed of and worked toward a world of peaceful

nations cooperating to solve problems; and

WHEREAS, Zealy Holmes was an active church and community

leader; he helped design and shape Illinois Central College

through his service as president of the founding board; he and

his wife were also instrumental in forming the Peoria Area

World Affairs Council in 1970; and

WHEREAS, Zealy Holmes was preceded in death by his wife,

Ruth; and

Holmes Nelson, Peggy Holmes (Jim Hicks), and Wendy Holmes
