Coroner, as a charge nurse at Mercy Walworth Medical Center in

Williams Bay, Wisconsin, and as an instructor for the Gateway

Technical College CNA program; in her later years, and until

her retirement, she became an integral part of her son's

business, T. Huemann Well & Pump, Inc.; and

WHEREAS, Judy Huemann had a passion for helping people and

put her nursing skills to use on mission trips to Honduras and

to New Orleans in the aftermath of Hurricane Katrina and, more

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the diversity of the world and engaged in a full life of travel

with her children, which allowed her to see many states within

the U.S., as well as countries like France, Russia, Germany,

and, of course, her beloved Italy; she loved reading and

participated in many book clubs and Bible studies; she was a

woman of strong faith and loved her church, Immanuel Lutheran;
